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INTRODUCTION (annotation of the Doctor of Science (DSc) dissertation)

Relevance and necessity of the topic of dissertation. Relevance and
Necessity of the Dissertation Topic. The problem of preventing crime in the world
has become increasingly relevant in recent years. According to statistical data
published by the International Criminal Police Organization (Interpol) and the
World Bank, the number of crimes worldwide decreased by an average of 2.2%
annually between 2017 and 2019, but starting from 2020, the number of crimes
increased by 0.74%, resulting in a negative outcome?.

In 2025, the damage from cybercrimes amounted to 10.5 trillion dollars, and
the damage from data theft in 2024 was 4.88 million dollars, which is 20% more
than in 20202. Studies show that in many cases, this negative result is due to
insufficient effectiveness in investigating crimes and low quality of investigations.
In particular, errors and shortcomings in the inspection as one of the initial, urgent,
and most important investigative actions, which is the most crucial method for
finding and collecting evidence, are among the main reasons for this situation.

Globally, research is being conducted on the use of modern tactical methods
and technical means in inspection investigative actions, specifically with the help of
artificial intelligence, drones, 3D photography, 3D scanners; introduction of
traditional and new methods and tools for inspection into practice; expansion of
opportunities for using digital evidence in inspection; securing the processes of
storing obtained digital evidence; forming algorithms for conducting inspection
investigative actions through software; introducing new types of inspection; and
developing new theoretical concepts to determine the prospects of inspection.
Today, studying the theoretical-legal and practical problems of the inspection
institute, introducing important innovations defining the prospects of the inspection
institute, modern technologies, expanding inspection opportunities with the help of
artificial intelligence, forming inspection algorithms, and improving methods for
finding and storing evidence are among the priority tasks.

In our republic, during 12 months of 2024, 689 out of 5357 particularly serious
crimes, 55514 out of 71670 serious crimes, and 2238 out of 18176 less serious
crimes remained unsolved?. In addition, as of September 1, 2025, 170 intentional
homicides from previous years remained unsolved®. Analysis of these criminal cases
shows that almost all of them remained unsolved due to the failure to promptly
inspect the crime scene using modern forensic technical means for "hot pursuit"
detection, errors in selecting effective tactical methods for inspection, incomplete
compliance with procedural requirements in conducting inspection investigative
actions and finding and collecting evidence, untimely conduct of other urgent
investigative and operational search measures, non-adherence to the inspection
algorithm, non-use of artificial intelligence capabilities, drones, 3D photography

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tools, 3D scanners, absence of concepts and strategies defining the prospects of
inspection investigative actions, and the failure of normative legal documents
regulating the implementation of inspection processes to meet modern requirements.
According to reports from the General Prosecutor's Office, supervisory prosecutors
canceled a total of 50,900 illegal and unfounded procedural decisions on initiating
criminal cases, refusing to initiate criminal cases, suspending investigations, and
terminating criminal cases by authorized agencies in 2024 and the first 8 months of
2025, When analyzing these procedural decisions, it can be seen that in many cases,
gross procedural and tactical shortcomings, as well as errors in the application of
technical means during the inspection process, and non-compliance with existing
rules in this regard, served as grounds for canceling the decisions. This indicates the
necessity of conducting in-depth scientific research on inspection investigative
actions.

This dissertation research serves to a certain extent in fulfilling the tasks
envisaged in the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan (2023), the Criminal
Procedure Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan (1994), the Decree of the President
of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. PF-60 "On the Development Strategy of New
Uzbekistan for 2022-2026" (2022), Decree No. PF-6041 "On Measures to Further
Strengthen Guarantees for the Protection of Human Rights and Freedoms in Judicial-
Investigative Activities" (2020), Resolution No. PQ-3723 "On Measures to
Radically Improve the System of Criminal and Criminal Procedure Legislation”
(2018), and other legislative documents in this field.

Compliance of the research with the main priority directions of republic
science and technology development. The research work was carried out in

New York University, Harvard Law School, East Tennessee State University (USA),
University of Exeter (United Kingdom), Stockholms universitet (Sweden), Glasgow
Caledonian University (Scotland), Kazan Law Institute, Samara State University,
Saratov State Law Academy (Russian Federation).

In particular, the use of modern technologies in the inspection process
(University of Pennsylvania Carey Law School), inspection of digital data and
recognition as evidence (Indiana University, University of California), conducting
inspection in complex conditions (University of San Francisco), optimizing
investigation periods for criminal cases and ensuring fair trial by further increasing
inspection efficiency (New York University), crime scene inspection (East

Degree of study of the problem.

The general theoretical foundations of inspection investigative actions have
been studied by our legal scholars such as G. Abdumajidov, Z.F. Inogomjonova,
D.M. Mirazov, F.M. Muhitdinov, B.B. Hidayatov, U.A. Tuhtasheva, D.B. Bazarova,
A.Sh. Baratov, S.M. Rahmonova, N.M. Koshaev, Sh.F. Fayziev, B.B. Murodov,
F.Z. Mirzaev, |.R. Astanov, B.Kh. Rajabov.

Inspection as a monographic study has only been examined in one type by R.K.
Abdullaev on the topic "Forensic Support for Crime Scene Inspection.”

Sean Goodison, C. Robert Davis, A. Brian Jackson on digital evidence and
identifying technological and other needs for more effective obtaining and using
digital evidence in the US criminal justice system, Uematsu Tadashi on inspection
methodology have conducted monographic studies?.

This dissertation work differs from the above studies by being a comprehensive
scientific research on the theoretical-legal and practical problems of the inspection
institute and by the fact that inspection investigative actions have not been
comprehensively studied by other scholars.

The relevance of the dissertation research to the research plans of the
higher education institution where the dissertation was completed. The research
work was carried out within the framework of the priority directions on the topic

The purpose of the study is to study the theoretical-legal and practical
problems of the inspection institute and, based on them, to develop proposals and
recommendations aimed at improving this institute.

Tasks of the research work:

theoretical analysis of the concept of inspection, its tasks, and specific features;

study of the history of development of the inspection institute;

analysis of the place of inspection in the system of investigative actions and its
interrelation with other investigative actions;

comparative study of objects and types of inspection as an investigative action;

research of specific features of crime scene inspection;

analysis of specific features of corpse inspection;

study of specific features of inspection of items and documents;

analysis of specific features of inspection of digital data;

conducting analysis of problems in applying modern technology capabilities in
inspection;

research of problems related to participants in inspection;

conducting analysis of problems in recording the process and results of
inspection;

study of international standards for conducting inspection as an investigative
action;

comparative research of norms related to inspection in the legislation of foreign
countries;

development of prospects for developing the inspection institute in the
legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The object of research is the system of social-legal relations related to the
theoretical-legal and practical problems of the inspection institute.

The subject of the study consists of normative-legal documents, national-legal
foundations and advanced foreign experience, and scientific-theoretical views aimed
at improving the eff ectiveness of conducting inspection investigative actions.

Research methods. The research used theoretical methods such as historical,
comparative-legal, systemic-structural, logical, analysis of statistical data, social
survey, study of scientific sources, scientific commentary on legal documents, as
well as practical methods such as induction, deduction, observation.

The scientific novelty of the study consists of the followings:

it is substantiated that in the protocol of inspection, along with all traces, items,
documents found and seized during inspection, electronic data should also be
indicated, and it is necessary to establish the procedure for accepting electronic data
with the participation of a specialist;

it is substantiated that evidence can also be collected through acceptance of
electronic data along with submitted items and documents, and during verification
of statements related to digital evidence at the crime scene, information systems can
be used for remote verification of the reliability of statements;
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it is substantiated the necessity to designate digital evidence as a type of
evidence, establish the procedure for inspecting items or documents that are state
secrets or electronic data, recognize electronic data obtained without the
participation of a specialist during inspection investigative actions as inadmissible
evidence, designate electronic data as an object of inspection, and establish the
procedure for inspecting electronic data;

it is substantiated the necessity for phased introduction of virtual autopsy
research into judicial-medical expertise practice;

it is substantiated the expediency of digitizing the process of appointing judicial
expertises by pre-investigation check, inquiry, preliminary investigation bodies
before the investigator's inspection of the crime scene and sending them to the "E-
ekspertiza" electronic information system to establish mutual electronic information
exchange with expertise institutions;

it is substantiated the necessity to develop a concept defining the procedure for
improving investigation practice and legislation on inspection, increasing the
qualification and retraining system of investigators, and improving the norms of the
Instruction defining the procedure for crime scene inspection through updating the
material-technical base and introducing information systems;

it is substantiated the necessity to expand the procedure for conducting
investigative actions requiring mandatory participation of attesting witnesses using
audio and video recording means, monitoring investigators' arrival at the crime
scene, automating the process of formalizing investigative actions and obtaining
their results in electronic form, as well as conducting online control over
investigative actions;

it is substantiated the necessity to introduce multifunctional "E-tergov"
software for digitizing crime scene inspection and evidence collection, and using
artificial intelligence through special "tablets";

it is substantiated that the inviolability of housing and other immovable
property is guaranteed by law, and no one can enter another person's housing or other
immovable property against their will except in cases provided by law;

it is substantiated that during the inspection process, only items that may be
related to the criminal case can be seized, and if items not related to the criminal
case but prohibited or related to another crime are detected during inspection, they
can be seized, and this must be noted in the protocol.

The practical results of the study include:

a project for "E-tergov" software was prepared by introducing a special "tablet"
used in inspection investigative actions into practice;

a project for "electronic criminal case" software aimed at conducting and
formalizing the results of inspection investigative actions was developed;

a new draft of the Instruction "On the Procedure for Taking Urgent Measures
Aimed at Preventing Changes in the Crime Scene, Loss or Destruction of Evidence"
approved by the Joint Resolution of the General Prosecutor's Office, Supreme Court,
State Security Service, Ministry of Internal Affairs, Ministry of Defense, State

Customs Committee, and State Tax Committee of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated
March 1, 2018, was developed;

a draft Concept titled "Prospects for Improving Inspection Investigative
Actions in the Republic of Uzbekistan for 2025-2030" was developed, which
envisages issues of the state of investigative bodies' activities in prosecutor's offices,
improving legislation in the field of inspection, proposals, and recommendations;

a list of shortcomings committed in conducting the inspection evidence
collection method was formed;

algorithms for conducting types of inspection investigative actions were
created;

technical means providing opportunities for using modern technologies and
artificial intelligence capabilities in inspection and their effectiveness were
substantiated,;

a methodological guide for inquiry officers, investigators, and law enforcement
agencies aimed at introducing a unified procedure for inspection investigative
actions and their conduct was prepared.

Reliability of research results. The research studied normative legal
documents related to the topic, advanced foreign experience, social surveys,
statistical data, and more than 1000 criminal cases. The conclusions formed within
the research have been tested and published in leading scientific research
publications (national and foreign).

A social survey was conducted among more than 300 investigators and
prosecutors, as well as legal scholars within the scope of the studied topic.

The results formed on the research work have been positively evaluated by
authorized bodies, confirmed by relevant certificates, and implemented into practice.

Scientific and practical significance of research results. The scientific
significance of the research results serves to improve concepts related to the
theoretical-legal foundations of inspection, study the conceptual foundations of this
institute, and conduct comparative research on the experience of advanced foreign
countries.

The practical significance of the research results is manifested in improving
inspection practice based on the proposals and recommendations formed in the
work. In particular, it is manifested in regulating the activities of inquiry and
investigation bodies, eliminating possible shortcomings in practice by forming the
sequence of actions, correctly defining the distribution of tasks among inspection
participants, improving procedures for sampling, storage, and disposal, conducting
research such as using modern technologies (artificial intelligence).

The implementation of research results. The research results on improving
inspection have been implemented in the following ways:

the proposal that in the protocol of inspection, along with all traces, items,
documents found and seized during inspection, electronic data should also be
indicated, was used in amending the second part of Article 141 of the CPC, and the
proposal on establishing the procedure for accepting electronic data with the
participation of a specialist was used in forming the third part of Article 204 of the
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CPC (Certificate of the Parliamentary Research Institute under the Legislative
Chamber of the Oliy Majlis dated September 24, 2025, No. 9/dn-191). The
implementation of these proposals serves to improve the formalization of electronic
data found during inspection and establish the procedure for their correct acceptance
by a specialist;

the proposal that evidence can also be collected through acceptance of
electronic data was used in amending the first part of Article 87 of the CPC, and the
proposal on the possibility of using information systems during verification of
statements related to digital evidence at the crime scene was used in supplementing
Article 132 of the CPC with a fourth part (Certificate of the Parliamentary Research
Institute under the Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis dated September 24,
2025, No. 9/dn-191). The introduction of these proposals serves to expand
opportunities for remote verification of the reliability of statements with the help of
digital technologies;

proposals on designating digital evidence as a type of evidence, establishing
the procedure for inspecting electronic data, recognizing electronic data obtained
without the participation of a specialist during inspection investigative actions as
inadmissible evidence, designating electronic data as an object of inspection were
used in amending and supplementing respectively the second part of Article 81 of
the CPC, the first part of Article 89 of the CPC, the fourth part of Article 95! of the
CPC, the first part of Article 135 of the CPC, and the first and second parts of
Article 140 of the CPC (Certificate of the General Prosecutor's Office dated
December 24, 2024). The implementation of these proposals serves to strengthen the
procedural status of digital evidence and expand opportunities for their use in the
investigation process;

proposals on introducing virtual autopsy research into judicial-medical
expertise practice were used in developing paragraph 11 of Resolution No. PQ-270
of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated September 8, 2025, "On
Measures for Further Improving Judicial-Expert Activity and Widely Introducing
Modern Technologies in the Field" (Certificate of the Republican Scientific-
Practical Center for Judicial-Medical Expertise of the Ministry of Health dated
September 24, 2025, No. 01-03/1431). The introduction of this proposal serves to
increase the effectiveness of inspection and introduce new methods for determining
causes of death;

proposals on digitizing the crime scene inspection process and sending it
through the "E-ekspertiza" information system, as well as establishing electronic
information exchange were taken into account in preparing subparagraphs "a" and
"b" of paragraphs 2 and 4 of Resolution No. PQ-270 of the President of the Republic
of Uzbekistan dated September 8, 2025, "On Measures for Further Improving
Judicial-Expert Activity and Widely Introducing Modern Technologies in the Field",
as well as paragraph 37 of the Program approved by this resolution (Certificate of
the Republican Center for Judicial Expertise named after Kh. Sulaymonova dated
September 24, 2025, No. 29/1-1341). The introduction of this proposal serves to

further simplify mechanisms for sending evidence obtained as a result of inspection
for expert examination and introducing modern technologies in the field;

proposals on improving investigation practice and legislation on inspection,
increasing investigators' qualifications and retraining system, updating material-
technical base and information systems on inspection were used in developing a new
draft of the Instruction "On the Procedure for Taking Urgent Measures Aimed at
Preventing Changes in the Crime Scene, Loss or Destruction of Evidence", as well
as preparing the draft Concept "Prospects for Improving Inspection Investigative
Actions in the Republic of Uzbekistan for 2025-2030" (Certificate of the General
Prosecutor's Office dated October 27, 2025, No. 15/02-1-2025). The introduction of
these proposals into practice serves to further improve investigation practice and
legislation on inspection;

proposals on expanding the procedure for conducting investigative actions
requiring mandatory participation of attesting witnesses using audio and video
recording means, monitoring investigators' arrival at the crime scene, automating the
process of formalizing investigative actions and obtaining their results in electronic
form, as well as conducting online control over investigative actions were taken into
account in developing subparagraph "b" of paragraph 5 and paragraph 10 of the draft
Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Additional Measures
Aimed at Further Improving Investigative Activities and Increasing the Quality of
Investigations™ (Certificate of the General Prosecutor's Office dated April 8, 2025).
The introduction of this proposal serves to improve the level of crime detection by
increasing the reliability of evidence recording during inspection and ensuring
transparency;

the proposal on introducing multifunctional "E-tergov" software for digitizing
crime scene inspection and evidence collection, as well as using artificial
intelligence through special "tablets" was used in developing paragraphs 1, 3, 5, and
6 of the "Roadmap™ "On Creating and Introducing into Practice the 'E-tergoVv'
Software" (Certificate of the General Prosecutor's Office dated January 20, 2025).
The implementation of this proposal helps to expand opportunities for establishing
the truth in criminal cases through digitizing the investigation process, increasing
the quality of investigative actions using modern technologies, and raising them to
the level of international standards;

the proposal that the inviolability of housing and other immovable property is
guaranteed by law, and no one can enter another person's housing or other
immovable property against their will except in cases provided by law, was used in
developing Article 12 of the draft CPC in the new edition (Certificate of the General
Prosecutor's Office dated November 19, 2024). The introduction of this proposal
serves to increase opportunities for protecting constitutional rights related to the
inviolability of housing during conducting inspection investigative actions;

the proposal that during the inspection process, only items that may be related
to the case or items not related to the criminal case but prohibited or related to
another crime can be seized, and this must be noted in the protocol, was used in
developing the sixth part of Article 167 of the draft CPC in the new edition
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(Certificate of the General Prosecutor's Office dated November 19, 2024). The
introduction of this proposal serves to strengthen the foundations of ensuring legality
during conducting inspection investigative actions.

Approbation of research results. The research results were discussed at 5
scientific-practical conferences (3 international, 2 republican).

Publication of research results. A total of 23 scientific works have been
published on the dissertation topic, including: 2 monographs, 16 scientific articles
in journals recommended by the Higher Attestation Commission (HAC) for
publishing the main scientific results of the dissertation, of which 14 were published
in national and 2 in international journals, 5 conference papers, of which 2 were
published in national and 3 in foreign conferences and abstracts.

Structure and scope of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of an
introduction, four chapters comprising 14 paragraphs, a conclusion, a list of
references, and appendices. The volume of the dissertation is 260 pages.

MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introduction (dissertation annotation), the relevance and necessity of
the research topic, the alignment of the research with the main priority directions of
the development of science and technologies in the republic, a review of foreign
scientific research on the dissertation topic, the degree of study of the problem, the
connection of the dissertation topic with the scientific research work of the higher
education institution where the dissertation is being conducted, the objectives and
tasks of the research, its object and subject, methods, scientific novelty and practical
results, the reliability of the research results, scientific and practical significance,
implementation, approbation, publication of the results, and the volume and
structure of the dissertation are covered.

In the first chapter of the dissertation, titled “Analysis of the Legal Nature of
Inspection in Criminal Proceedings”, the concept of inspection in criminal
proceedings, its tasks and specific features, the place of inspection in the system of
investigative actions and its interrelation with other investigative actions, and the
objects and types of inspection as an investigative action are analyzed.

Based on the study of the positions of national and foreign criminal procedural
law scholars (M. Chutbaev, Sh. Fayziev, D. Mirazov, A. Vasilyev, S. Kurbatova, T.
Shkodina, R. Belkin, V. Kolmakov, A. Alennikov, N. Selivanov, V. Bozhev, B.
Gavrilov), the author has developed the following definition of the concept of
inspection: inspection is an investigative action consisting of direct or indirect
identification, observation, evaluation, and recording of the characteristics and
composition of objects that are likely to be important for establishing the truth in a
criminal case or pre-investigation check materials by authorized bodies and officials.

The dissertant has highlighted the following specific features of inspection:
inspection is carried out not by any person, but specifically by bodies and officials
authorized by the state to conduct inspection; inspection is conducted only in relation
to objects that are likely to be important for establishing the truth within the
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framework of a criminal case or pre-investigation check materials; the list of
inspection objects includes the crime scene, corpse, animals, surroundings,
buildings, items and documents, electronic data.

The dissertant has developed the following author's definitions for the types of
inspection investigative action:

initial inspection — means the initial examination of the inspected object's static
state by authorized officials in compliance with the rules established in the criminal
procedural legislation;

additional inspection — is a type of inspection conducted to supplement the
initial inspection when the object under study was partially examined during the
initial inspection and when the inspection was conducted under unfavorable
conditions, when new objects from the crime scene are found after the initial
inspection, when gaps remain in the study process, when the inspection site consists
of several parts and one or more of them remain uninspected, when evidence is not
fully obtained,;

repeated inspection — is a type of inspection conducted when the initial
inspection process, i.e., its procedure and method, compliance with procedural
requirements, the processes of obtaining and formalizing evidence were carried out
poorly, or when the criminal case is transferred to another investigator and there is
a need to re-inspect the crime scene.

The researcher has concluded that it is necessary to supplement Article 136 of
the CPC with grounds for conducting additional and repeated inspections.

Analyzing the place of inspection in the system of investigative actions and its
interrelation with other investigative actions, the dissertant has proposed the
following definition for the concept of investigative actions: "Investigative actions
are methods of collecting evidence carried out in the form of investigation and court
actions by authorized bodies and officials to obtain information necessary for proof."

The author has identified the differences of inspection from other investigative
actions and substantiated that it stands out with its purpose, freedom in the procedure
of conduct, in particular, the possibility of conducting it at the pre-investigation
check stage, no requirement for a separate decision or sanction when carried out
during pre-trial proceedings, and the inspection procedure not being strictly limited
by rules.

The dissertation substantiates that the purpose of inspection consists of
identifying, perceiving, and recording information and circumstances that are
necessary or likely to be necessary for establishing and proving the truth. At the
same time, it is shown that inspection consists of the following tasks: finding crime
traces and material evidence; studying the situation where the incident occurred,;
studying whether the criminal incident actually existed or not; clarifying other
circumstances important for the case.

The researcher emphasizes that from the adoption of the CPC until 2016-2017,
I.e., for more than 20 years, no changes and additions were made to this investigative
action, and this situation continues to this day, explaining the need to develop the
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norms of criminal procedural legislation related to inspection based on modern
requirements.

Studying foreign experience in this matter, the author has substantiated the need
to improve the procedural procedure for inspecting digital data. In particular, it is
noted that digital data occur in electronic forms such as textual, graphic information,
photo-, audio-, video recordings, information systems, websites and social networks
data, their metadata.

The author has proposed to use digital technologies in carrying out the
inspection investigative action and, in cases where there is no possibility to involve
citizens in the procedural action, in particular if it poses a threat to their lives, to
record their results indicating in the inspection protocol the reasons why citizens
cannot be involved.

The dissertation also focuses separately on the issue of improving the
procedural procedure for conducting each specific type of inspection. In particular,
the author has substantiated that if the inspection object was not fully studied or there
are gaps in the initial inspection, it should be additionally inspected, and repeated
inspection of a specific object can be carried out in the following cases: when the
conditions of the initial inspection were not favorable for effective inspection of the
object; when new information is obtained after the initial inspection; when the initial
inspection was carried out poorly.

In the part of the research related to the history of inspection, it is stated that
the initial information about this institute is given in the Laws of Manu of India, the
work "Xi-Yuan-lu" considered a source of Chinese medicine provides initial
information on corpse inspection, in Islam inspection investigative action was
carried out by gadis, the first complete mention of the inspection investigative action
institute is reflected in the Criminal Procedure Statute of 1864. In addition, it is
explained that separate norms for inspection investigative actions were included in
the CPCs of 1922, 1929, 1959. After that, with the adoption of the Criminal
Procedure Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan in 1994, these procedures were
further improved, and subsequent reforms are described.

The proposals and recommendations put forward in this chapter by the
researcher serve to improve the inspection institute in criminal proceedings, increase
its effectiveness, and develop its procedural procedure based on modern
requirements.

In the second chapter of the dissertation, titled *'Specific Features of
Inspecting Certain Objects in Criminal Proceedings™, the specific features of
crime scene inspection, corpse inspection, inspection of items and documents, and
inspection of digital data are analyzed.

In the research work, an author's definition has been developed for the concept
of crime scene, according to which the crime scene is the territory, water area, land
area, water surface, underwater environment, underground natural structure or
artificial construction, the place where illegal action (inaction) or its harmful
consequences occurred or where traces related to the investigated incident exist.
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It has been scientifically substantiated that crime scene inspection means a
separate type of inspection investigative action aimed at identifying, recording, and
studying the state of the place where the incident occurred in the case, identifying
information about whether a crime was committed at the crime scene or whether
there are traces of it. The urgent nature of this investigative action is particularly
emphasized, and it is substantiated that if the crime scene is not promptly inspected
after receiving a report about the crime, the situation and circumstances of the
criminal incident may change.

In order to further increase the quality and effectiveness of collecting and
recording evidence at the pre-investigation check stage, it is proposed to replace the
phrase "inspection of the crime scene™ in the second part of Article 329 of the CPC
with "inspection.” This is substantiated to serve the creation of opportunities to use
all types of inspection at the pre-investigation check stage.

This change is substantiated to serve to prevent various investigation practices
in inspecting parts of the corpse, and also the mandatory participation of a specialist
doctor in the field of judicial medicine in conducting the corpse inspection
investigative action.

Increasing the effectiveness of inspecting items and documents, electronic data
requires not only the responsibility and qualification of the person inspecting them,
but also the development by the legislator of precise rules and recommendations
necessary for the effectiveness of their activities in the process of investigating the
case and their introduction into practice. In this regard, issues such as the procedure
and conditions for using technical means depending on their type in inspecting items
and documents, electronic data, involving specialists are also covered.

The dissertation analyzes various opinions on digital evidence and proposes to
use the concept of digital evidence in legislation. Because the word electronic is
emphasized as a concept applied to a specific device. In this regard, it is scientifically
substantiated that digital evidence can be evaluated as a separate type of evidence
because it has specific features distinct from other types of evidence. At the same
time, the mandatory participation of specialists in obtaining and recording digital
evidence, and the need for them to have special knowledge and skills are
substantiated.

The following author's definition has been developed for the concept of digital
evidence: "Digital evidence is digital data containing information about
circumstances important for the case, i.e., textual, graphic information, photo-,
audio-, video recordings, information systems, valued information on websites and
networks."” In this regard, the valuation of digital evidence is scientifically
substantiated as the main condition for ensuring their integrity and reliability.

It is substantiated that digital devices, their systems, networks and digital
information carriers, as well as information (crime traces) in them can be included
as objects of inspection of digital data, and the following types of inspecting digital
data are distinguished: 1) inspection of digital devices; 2) inspection of digital
information. The specific features of each of these types are scientifically analyzed,
and the procedure and conditions for their implementation are revealed.
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In the third chapter of the dissertation, titled **Analysis of Certain Problems
Related to Conducting Inspection Investigative Action", problems of applying
modern technologies, problems related to inspection participants, and problems
related to recording the inspection process and results are analyzed.

It is substantiated that the crime scene inspection as the initial, most important
investigative action must adapt to interactive and modern conditions created by the
latest forensic techniques. In particular, today, the use of unmanned aerial vehicles
In crime scene inspection is considered one of the most promising methods of
imaging the crime scene, and its advantage is scientifically substantiated as
significantly increasing the visual data collected about the incident area, increasing
inspection effectiveness, and providing the opportunity to study areas that are
difficult or dangerous for experts to access.

It is scientifically analyzed that modern unmanned aerial vehicles are very
reliable, accurate, and safe, equipped with high-precision digital cameras, satellite
navigation, and coordinate data of the studied local area, and all these situations
provide the opportunity to obtain visual data about the situation at the crime scene
with high accuracy and efficiency.

The study of the crime scene based on the spherical panorama methodology,
subsequently fully applied in homicide crimes, house fires, and judicial fire expertise
appointed for them is substantiated. In addition, it is revealed that through the use of
technologies for imaging and recording data in three-dimensional (3D) form in crime
scene inspection, effectiveness in visually studying the situation, investigating the
criminal case, and detecting crimes can be achieved.

The use of drones, 3D photos, 3D printers, metal detectors, and other tools is
substantiated as a requirement of the time. In turn, regulating the process of using
these tools through the CPC is also shown to be important. Therefore, it is proposed
to introduce Article 1403 titled "Use of Forensic Technical Means in the Inspection
Process" into the CPC. This norm is proposed to be expressed as follows: "The
official of the body conducting the pre-investigation check, the inquirer, the
investigator uses drones, 3D photography, 3D printer, and other special forensic
technical means in the inspection process. The technical means used in the
inspection process must not lead to violation of personal rights and freedoms and
must be applied within the framework of the law."

Although the legislator has defined the specialist's obligations in a certain broad
scope in legislation, the critical analysis is made that some necessary obligations of
the specialist are not precisely defined in legislation, in particular, the obligations
such as not intentionally destroying traces, items, and other information that have
evidentiary value, as well as not intentionally giving false advice, information, or
explanation to the person conducting the inspection.

It is proposed to define the second part of Article 70 of the CPC in a new
edition. In particular, it is substantiated that obligations such as "not intentionally
destroying traces, items, and other information that have evidentiary value; not
giving intentionally false advice, information, or explanation during participation in
investigative actions" should be added to the specialist's obligations.
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Problems encountered in recording the inspection process and results are
analyzed, and the need to introduce into legislation the norm that no changes and
additions can be made to the protocol after it is signed is substantiated. Accordingly,
it is proposed to supplement Article 90 of the CPC with a fourth part in the content
"No additions and changes can be made to the investigative action protocol after it
is confirmed by the signatures of the investigative action participants."

The inspection protocol is divided into three parts such as introductory, main
part, and concluding part, and non-compliance with this order in investigation
practice may lead to various errors and shortcomings in the structure of the protocol,
as well as complications in its future use is scientifically substantiated. In addition,
problems arising in compiling the inspection protocol are various, and allowing them
may lead to shortcomings and misunderstandings in the future use of this protocol
Is analyzed.

Such situations as the protocol being written in difficult language, not reflecting
important requisites and information in it, crime traces not being described or not
sufficiently described in the protocol, incorrect description of the inspected area,
inconsistency between the information and the sequence of real actions in the
inspection, non-systematic description of the actions of inspection participants are
noted as such problems.

In addition, the importance of video recording the inspection action is
emphasized, therefore, it is scientifically substantiated that information recorded
with the help of digital video recording means should be presented as an attachment
to the initial inspection protocol. Such practice is noted to serve to enrich the content
of the inspection protocol and make it more understandable.

In addition, the dissertant proposes to separate the inspection of items,
documents, and electronic data in Article 140 of the CPC into 3 separate articles.
Because the objects in these articles differ both in form and content. In this case,
inspection of items is described in Article 140, inspection of documents in Article
140%, procedure for inspecting electronic data in Article 1402,

In the fourth chapter of the dissertation, titled **Issues of Improving Norms
Related to Inspection in National Legislation Based on International Standards
and Foreign Experience", international standards for conducting inspection
investigative action, analysis of norms in the legislation of foreign countries, and
prospects for improving national legislation are studied.

The researcher has deeply analyzed the best practice guide developed by
member institutes of the European Network of Forensic Science Institutes (ENFSI)
and other agencies, ISO/IEC 17020 and ILAC-G19 international standards. As a
result of this analysis, international criteria for crime scene inspection, including
important aspects such as process organization, evidence collection and recording,
as well as staff qualification requirements are identified.

International standards define five main types of activities for crime scene
inspection: "A" activity — carrying out initial actions at the crime scene; "B" activity
— developing a crime scene inspection strategy; "C" activity — crime scene
inspection; "D" activity — interpreting items found during inspection and carrying
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out additional inspection; "E" activity — formalizing findings. Specific standards and
requirements are defined for each type of activity.

The research has studied in detail the tasks and powers of the main subjects
participating in crime scene inspection. In particular, the Crime Scene Manager is
responsible for controlling the crime scene inspection and involving specialists,
while the Scene of Crime Examiner performs the task of initial assessment and
collecting material for detailed scientific examination. The first responder is
responsible for carrying out all initial measures at the crime scene, including
eliminating risks, providing first aid, and protecting the scene.

The researcher has also studied the international standards for technical means
and equipment used in crime scene inspection. These equipment include personal
protective equipment, photo and video equipment, lighting means, measuring
instruments, evidence packaging and storage means, special forensic equipment, and
others. The standards and requirements for using such equipment are analyzed in
detail.

Within the analysis of foreign countries' legislation, the researcher has studied
in detail the inspection institute in the criminal procedural legislation of states such
as the Russian Federation, Kazakhstan, Japan, Germany, China. The specific
features and advanced experience of each country are analyzed.

In the criminal procedural legislation of the Russian Federation, inspection and
investigative experiment are placed in one chapter, it is possible to inspect the crime
scene, documents, and items before initiating a criminal case, judicial sanction is
required for inspecting a dwelling, and other features are identified.

As a result of studying Kazakhstan's experience, advanced practices such as the
institute of additional and repeated inspection, procedure for working with digital
evidence, specialist participation in the inspection process are identified. It is noted
that the procedural procedure for inspection is described in more detail in
Kazakhstan's CPC.

As a result of studying Japan and China's experience, specific aspects such as
the procedure for conducting inspection at night, prosecutor's control in inspection,
procedure for formalizing evidence are described. In Germany's experience, the non-
requirement of attesting witnesses' participation in inspection, but the wide
application of video recording practice is studied.

Based on the analysis of foreign experience, the following general trends are
identified: first, in most states, inspection investigative action is regulated together
with investigative actions such as attestation, exhumation, search; second, the types
of inspection are fewer compared to our national legislation; third, the mechanism
of judicial control in inspecting a dwelling is widely applied.

Based on the above analyses, the researcher has developed a number of
proposals for improving national legislation.

The proposals put forward by the researcher are substantiated from the point of
view of legislative technique, and their introduction into practice is substantiated to
serve to increase the effectiveness of the inspection investigative action, ensure the
admissibility of evidence, and ultimately implement fair trial.
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CONCLUSION

The present dissertation research, dedicated to the theoretical-legal and
practical problems of the inspection institute, has developed proposals and
recommendations aimed at improving scientific-theoretical, legislative, and law
enforcement practices through the analysis of current legislation, the study of
scientific works by national and foreign scholars, and the examination of practices
in advanced foreign countries in this field. The following conclusions have been
reached:

l. Scientific-theoretical conclusions

1. Due to various views expressed in scientific research works regarding the
concept of inspection, the following author's definition has been developed for this
concept:

"Inspection is an investigative action consisting of the direct or indirect
identification, observation, evaluation, and recording of the characteristics and
composition of objects that are likely to be important for establishing the truth within
the framework of pre-investigation check materials or a criminal case by authorized
state bodies and officials.”

2. The following specific features of inspection should be distinguished:
inspection is carried out not by any person, but specifically by state bodies and
officials authorized by the state to conduct inspection; inspection is conducted only
in relation to (inspection) objects that are likely to be important for establishing the
truth within the framework of a criminal case or pre-investigation check materials;
inspection is an urgent investigative action (in the case of crime scene inspection);
inspection can be carried out at any stage of pre-trial proceedings (pre-investigation
check and criminal case investigation). In particular, crime scene inspection is
among the investigative actions that can be carried out both before and after
initiating a criminal case; auxiliary methods are used in recording evidence during
inspection. Crime scene inspection for particularly serious crimes must be recorded
via video; the list of inspection objects includes the crime scene, corpse and its parts,
animals, surroundings, buildings, items and documents, electronic data, vehicles,
and is not limited to these, and can be carried out in relation to any item or
circumstance; during inspection, the characteristics and composition of inspection
objects are identified; inspection is an investigative action consisting of direct or
indirect identification, observation, evaluation, and recording by an authorized
person or body.

3. Conducting the inspection investigative action requires the implementation
of the following tasks: finding crime traces and material evidence; studying the
situation where the incident occurred; determining whether the criminal incident
actually existed or not; clarifying other circumstances important for the case.
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4. In legal literature and scientific research works, the inspection investigative
action is classified according to various criteria, and based on the conducted
scientific-theoretical analyses, it is expedient to classify the inspection investigative
action according to the following criteria:

— by inspection object: crime scene inspection; corpse and its parts inspection;
animal inspection; surroundings and buildings inspection; items and documents,
postal-telegraph shipments inspection; electronic (digital) data inspection; human
body inspection; vehicles and other items inspection;

— by the time of conducting inspection: initial inspection; repeated inspection;

— by the scope of inspection: main inspection; additional inspection.

5. In the scientific research work, the following author's definitions have been
developed for the types of inspection investigative action. Accordingly, an author's
definition has been given for initial inspection:

"Initial inspection means the initial examination of the inspected object's static
state by authorized officials in compliance with the rules established in the criminal
procedural legislation."

6. Additional inspection is a type of inspection conducted to supplement the
initial inspection when the object under study was partially examined during the
initial inspection and when it was conducted under unfavorable conditions, when
new objects from the crime scene are found after the initial inspection, when gaps
remain in the study process, when the inspection site consists of several parts and
one or more of them remain uninspected, when evidence is not fully obtained.

7. Repeated inspection is a type of inspection conducted when the initial
inspection process, i.e., its procedure and method, compliance with procedural
requirements, the processes of obtaining and formalizing evidence were carried out
poorly, or when the criminal case is transferred to another investigator and there is
a need to re-inspect the crime scene.

8. Based on the existence of various views among scholars regarding the crime
scene, the following author's definition has been given for the crime scene:

"The crime scene is the territory, area, water basin, building, structure where
traces related to the criminal case, crime weapon and evidentiary items, investigated
incident exist, or where the crime was committed or its consequences arose."

9. Due to the difference between the concepts of crime scene and place of
incident, the following author's definition has been developed for the concept of
"place of incident":

"The place of incident is a virtual environment created through computer
networks and digital devices where digital interactions (communication, data
exchange, and other events) occur."

10. The following author's definition has been developed for the concept of
crime scene inspection:

"Crime scene inspection means the investigative action aimed at directly
observing, studying, and examining the crime scene by the official of the body
conducting the pre-investigation check, the inquirer, or the investigator to identify
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traces, material evidence, the crime situation, and its causes and consequences
there."

11. Inspection of digital data is an investigative action aimed at studying,
identifying, storing, and analyzing data, operations, and traces left in digital devices
(computers, smartphones, servers, cloud systems) directly or through technical
means.

12. Based on the objects in inspecting digital data, the following types of
inspecting digital data can be distinguished:

a) Inspection of digital devices (computer tools, mobile devices, servers, virtual
environment, storage devices, network and communication equipment, cloud and
online systems, mobile, subscriber identification module (SIM card), professional or
special devices, e.g., navigators, smart devices, media devices, email, messengers,
backups and archives);

b) Inspection of digital information (information expressed in codes in the form
of 0 and 1 stored in the above-mentioned tools).

I1. Proposals for Improving the Legislation of the Republic of
Uzbekistan:
Proposals aimed at improving the Criminal Procedure Code:

13. Although the specialist's obligations are defined in legislation, since the
legislator has not precisely defined some of the specialist's obligations in legislation,
it is proposed to include the following as specialist's obligations in the second part
of Article 70 of the CPC: "not intentionally destroying traces, items, and other
information that have evidentiary value; not giving intentionally false advice,
information, or explanation during participation in investigative actions."

14. Based on practical needs, it is proposed to include categories of attesting
witnesses in Article 73 of the CPC titled "Attesting Witnesses." Accordingly,
attesting witnesses involved in the general procedure and, when dealing with digital
evidence where specialists must be involved, involving attesting witnesses with
knowledge in that specific field is proposed. To this end, it is proposed to introduce
a new second part to Article 73 of the CPC with the following content:

"The official of the pre-investigation check body, the inquirer, the investigator,
the prosecutor may involve special specialist attesting witnesses with special
knowledge and skills in certain cases.

They may be involved in the following cases: when electronic evidence is
inspected; when cyberspace is inspected; when complex technical means are
inspected; when tools operating on various algorithms are inspected; in other cases
important for the case.”

15. In practice, negative situations such as making changes and additions to the
protocol after it is signed are observed. To prevent such situations, it is proposed to
supplement Article 90 of the CPC with a fourth part in the following edition:

"No additions and changes can be made to the investigative action protocol
after it is confirmed by the signatures of the investigative action participants.”
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16. Inspection investigative action has important significance for detecting the
crime, its hot traces, and accurately determining the process of committing the crime,
and is an irreplaceable process. Accordingly, it is necessary to establish the
procedure for video recording all criminal cases during crime scene inspection. In
this regard, it is proposed to replace the words "crime scene inspection for
particularly serious crimes;" in subparagraph 1 of the fourth part of Article 91 of the
CPC with "crime scene inspection;".

17. It is proposed to introduce the procedure for conducting inspection with the
prosecutor's sanction in order to qualitatively carry out the inspection process in
Article 136 of the CPC titled "General Rules of Inspection Procedure." Because
inspection may cause suspension of normal activities of citizens, enterprises,
institutions, organizations, or in other situations, the need arises to regulate this
action by obtaining sanction from the prosecutor. It is proposed to supplement this
article with a fifth part in the following edition:

"If the inspection is likely to cause property damage to citizens, enterprises,
institutions, and organizations, disruption of production order, transport vehicle
movement schedule, and other adverse consequences, the prosecutor must sanction
the decision of the official of the pre-investigation check body, the inquirer, the
investigator to conduct such inspection."

18. In practice, in certain cases (in mountainous, cliff areas, natural disasters,
fires, and technogenic emergencies, and other situations), the investigator's
opportunity to inspect the crime scene is limited. In this case, the investigator records
the crime scene on video using modern technical means (drones, 3D cameras, and
other tools) and subsequently conducts the inspection investigative action based on
that recording. Taking these situations into account, it is proposed to supplement
Acrticle 137 of the CPC titled "Crime Scene Inspection” with a new fourth part:

"In the following cases, the official of the body conducting the pre-investigation
check, the inquirer, the investigator has the right to first video record the crime scene
using modern technologies, and subsequently formalize the inspection protocol
based on that, provided that:

if accidents causing human deaths and large losses have occurred;

if natural disasters, fires, and technogenic emergencies have occurred,

If mass diseases and poisonings have occurred;

if mass disorders and terrorist acts have been committed;

if there is a need for inspection in mountainous, cliff areas or other conditions
where investigation is limited,;

if there is a risk of crime traces disappearing due to unfavorable weather."

19. In order to timely organize inspection and identify information important
for the case, it is proposed to conduct inspection of citizens' homes or workplaces
without a separate decision or resolution in urgent cases. Accordingly, it is proposed
to introduce the following addition to the second part of Article 139 of the CPC:

"In urgent cases, inspection can be conducted without adopting a decision, but
in such cases, the prosecutor must be notified within twenty-four hours about the
conducted inspection. The urgent circumstances must be substantiated in the
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notification sent by the inquirer or investigator to the prosecutor. A copy of the
notification is attached to the case."

20. Itis proposed to separate the inspection of items, documents, and electronic
data in Article 140 of the CPC into 3 separate articles. Because the objects in these
articles differ both in form and content. In this case, inspection of items is described
in Article 140, inspection of documents in Article 140, procedure for inspecting
electronic data in Article 1402

In particular, Article 140 of the CPC is titled "Inspection of Items" and reflects
the following form:

"The official of the body conducting the pre-investigation check, the inquirer,
the investigator, and the court inspect items at the place where they were found,
provided that the inspection requires a lot of time or additional technical means,
subsequently at the place where the inquiry, preliminary investigation, or court
hearing is conducted.

During the process of inspecting items, their external signs, shape, color,
condition, and other characteristics are identified, traces, signs of damage, presence
of material, biological evidence are determined, the relation of items to the crime or
connection with other evidence is evaluated.

The inspected items must be related to the criminal case.

The process and results of inspecting items are reflected in the protocol.”

21. It is proposed to introduce a separate Article 140! titled "Inspection of
Documents™ into the CPC. In this case, this article acquires the following form:

"The official of the body conducting the pre-investigation check, the inquirer,
the investigator, and the court inspect documents at the place where they were found
or at the place where the inquiry, preliminary investigation, or court hearing is
conducted.

Inspection of documents is aimed at determining their authenticity,
completeness, content, form, technical characteristics, signs of forgery, changes, and
the importance of the information reflected in them for the case.

Before inspecting electronic documents, a copy must be prepared and seized in
compliance with the rules for protecting electronic evidence."

22. It is proposed to introduce a separate Article 1407 titled "Procedure for
Inspecting Electronic Data" into the CPC. This article acquires the following
content:

"Inspection of electronic data is carried out to identify the content, condition,
form of data located in electronic data carriers, telecommunication networks,
information systems, or the global Internet network, and the significance of the
information reflected in them.

Inspection of electronic data is conducted using technical means, if this action
does not lead to the loss, change, or damage of the data or the environment in which
they are located.

The rights of participants must be ensured during the process of inspecting
electronic data. If personal or confidential information is present during inspection,
measures to protect them in accordance with legislative requirements must be taken.
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Before inspecting electronic data, a screenshot and copy must be prepared in
compliance with the rules for protecting electronic evidence, and the check must be
carried out on this copy.

The participation of a specialist is mandatory when inspecting electronic data.

An inspection protocol is drawn up based on the results of inspecting electronic
data."

23. It is proposed that the use of modern forensic technical means and software
applied by the investigator in investigating criminal cases should be reflected in a
separate article in the CPC. The use of drones, 3D photos, 3D printers, artificial
intelligence, and others can be included in these technical means and software.
Because regulating the process of using technical means and software through the
CPC is considered important. It is proposed to introduce Article 1402 titled "Use of
Forensic Technical Means in the Inspection Process” into the CPC. This norm is
proposed to be expressed as follows:

"Article 140°%. Use of Forensic Technical Means in the Inspection Process

The official of the body conducting the pre-investigation check, the inquirer,
the investigator uses special forensic technical means such as drones, 3D
photographs, 3D reconstruction, 3D printers, spectral, microscopic means, and
observation, recording means, as well as artificial intelligence programs in the
inspection process.

The applied technical means must not be dangerous for human life and health
and must meet technical requirements.

The type and model of technical means must be reflected in the decision before
use, and after use, information about it must be attached to the inspection protocol.

The technical means used in the inspection process must not lead to violation
of personal rights and freedoms, disclosure of personal or confidential information,
and must be applied within the framework of the law.

Artificial intelligence capabilities are used for quick analysis of information
related to the crime, identifying traces, evidence, and connections between people,
real-time digital reconstruction of the crime scene, finding and collecting evidence."

24. Among the procedural types of inspection, there are also primary and
subsequent types of inspection, and it is proposed to introduce their application
procedure into the CPC.

These allow for timely elimination of errors, shortcomings, and gaps made in
the initial inspection. It is proposed to introduce these types of inspection into the
CPC in the form of a new Article 141 titled "Additional and Repeated Inspection":

"Additional inspection is conducted when the object under study was partially
examined during the initial inspection and when it was conducted under unfavorable
conditions, when gaps remain unstudied, when new objects are found from the crime
scene, when the inspection site consists of several parts and one or more of them
remain uninspected.

Repeated inspection is conducted when the initial inspection's procedure and
method, compliance with procedural requirements were seriously violated, the
processes of obtaining and formalizing evidence were carried out poorly, or when
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the criminal case is transferred to another investigator and there is a need to re-
inspect the crime scene."

25. Taking into account that officials authorized to investigate criminal cases
feel the need to check various electronic or other information, and that this
information is of great importance for resolving the case, it is proposed to
supplement Article 2042 of the CPC titled "Digital Evidence" with parts in the
following content. The purpose of advancing this proposal is that each digital
evidence is identified through "hash value," i.e., coded:

"The printed copy of digital evidence has legal force only if its digital hash
value exists."

Proposals for Improving the Instruction *On the Procedure for Taking
Urgent Measures Aimed at Preventing Changes in the Crime Scene, Loss or
Destruction of Evidence'":

26. A new draft of the Instruction on the Procedure for Taking Urgent Measures
Aimed at Preventing Changes in the Crime Scene, Loss or Destruction of Evidence
has been developed based on the conducted analyses (attached).

27. In order to timely inspect the crime scene and prevent the loss or destruction
of evidence there, it is proposed to introduce the concept of "E-tergov" program into
the Instruction with the following content:

"E-tergov" software is an electronic software that provides the opportunity to
electronically inspect the crime scene or place based on applications, reports, and
other information related to crimes and incidents."

28. Due to the difference between the concepts of crime scene and place of
incident, an author's definition has been developed for the concept of place of
incident and reflected in the Instruction.

29. In order to clarify the grounds for crime scene inspection, rules regarding
the procedure for electronic receipt of reports about crimes or incidents to authorized
bodies and the mechanism for resolving them have been introduced into the
Instruction.

30. It is proposed to include "electronic data or data carriers," "surveillance
cameras around the crime scene," or "persons who recorded the incident if any"
among the check objects for taking urgent measures aimed at preventing changes in
the crime scene, loss or destruction of evidence.

31. When a report about a crime is received electronically, in order to prevent
changes to electronic data, loss or destruction of such data, it is proposed to
supplement paragraph six of the Instruction with an additional paragraph in the
following content:

"In order to ensure that electronic data are not altered through external devices,
data carriers, computers, phones, and other devices must be protected through
Faraday bags or other means."
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32. As the duty of the law enforcement officer arriving at the crime scene, it is
proposed to supplement paragraph eight of the Instruction with additional
paragraphs in the following content:

"— taking measures to prevent loss of electronic data by disconnecting
electricity, preventing access to computers and other data carriers;

— in cases where there is no opportunity to conduct or complete the crime scene
inspection, ensuring that the crime scene is guarded by internal affairs bodies
officers for additional or repeated inspection by drawing up a protocol in written
form or through the "E-tergov" system, and ensuring that it is video recorded and
3D photographed;

— if items, things, electronic means, or data carriers that are not related to the
crime or whose owner is unknown are identified at the crime scene, taking measures
to store and hand them over in the established procedure.”

33. In order to ensure quality inspection of electronic data and their carriers, it
Is proposed to supplement paragraph nineteen of the Instruction with an additional
subparagraph in the following content:

"In seizing or inspecting electronic data, it is necessary to ensure the
participation of a specialist in accordance with the requirement of Article 95! of the
Criminal Procedure Code."

34. In order to clarify the procedure for formalizing items, documents, and
traces taken from the crime scene, it is proposed to supplement paragraph twenty-
four of the Instruction with an additional subparagraph in the following content:

"Electronic carrier devices are placed in special protective means (Faraday bags
or other means) and sealed."

I11. Proposals and recommendations for improving law enforcement practice
related to the inspection institute in the Republic of Uzbekistan:

35. Based on the conducted analyses, a draft Concept titled "Prospects for
Improving Inspection Investigative Action in the Republic of Uzbekistan for 2025—
2030" has been developed, which envisages the following: the state of investigative
bodies' activities in prosecutor's offices; the purpose and main directions of
developing inspection investigative action and issues of improving legislation in the
field of inspection; improving the system of increasing the qualification and
retraining of investigators related to conducting inspection investigative action;
introducing new ones by expanding the types of inspection and its effectiveness;
issues of improving material-technical bases and information systems related to
conducting inspection investigative action; proposals and recommendations aimed
at developing the field of inspection.

36. Regarding the "E-tergov" Software:

According to the research results, based on the analysis of practical problems
and work styles that do not meet modern requirements, it is proposed to create and
introduce into practice the "E-tergov" software for digitizing the crime scene
inspection process in the initial and most important stage of pre-trial proceedings.
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Creating this software will achieve reduction of the human factor in crime scene
inspection, shortening traditional work processes in this direction, increasing speed
and productivity. In addition, applying this software in practice will provide the
opportunity to digitize the inspection investigative action, save time, effort, means,
and resources, form a corps of qualified investigators with knowledge and skills in
using modern technologies, and increase the effectiveness of prosecutor's control.

37. Regarding the "Electronic Criminal Case" Software:

As a continuation of the works being carried out to digitize all fields in our
republic, it is proposed to introduce the "Electronic Criminal Case" software in
inquiry and investigation bodies. To this end, it is expedient to form a Working
Group at the General Prosecutor's Office with the participation of experienced
employees in the judicial-legal field, scientific staff of higher education institutions
in the legal field, and relevant specialists, and to draw up a "Roadmap" for the works
to be performed.

In this case, electronic forms of all procedural documents formalized for
investigative actions (inspection, interrogation, confrontation, expertise, attestation,
search, etc.) from registering and planning the criminal case to completing the
criminal case will be created in the "Electronic Criminal Case" information system,
and the software will be introduced into practice step by step, forming the skills of
employees responsible for inquiry, investigation, and control.

38. In practice, during crime scene inspection, the entry of law enforcement
officers not related to the case is observed, which leads to the loss of important
traces, invalidation of evidence, and appearance of extraneous traces.

In order to ensure the preservation of evidence during the crime scene
inspection process and prevent the appearance of extraneous traces, along with strict
regulation of entry to the crime scene, it is recommended to introduce the use of
modern digital technologies. In particular, for leaders or other responsible
employees who need to observe or control the process but are not part of the
operational-investigation group, establishing a system for transmitting the crime
scene inspection process in real-time mode (online) to a special observation point
located outside the crime scene (e.g., headquarters vehicle) through special cameras
(e.g., body-mounted on operational group members or mobile cameras).

Implementing this recommendation requires providing operational-
investigation groups with modern mobile video-transmission equipment by the
prosecutor's office, internal affairs bodies, and other relevant agencies, developing
clear departmental instructions on their use, and increasing employees' qualifications
in using the relevant technical means.

39. In order to increase the quality of fully, objectively, and comprehensively
recording the initial state of the crime scene during inspection, and to enhance the
effectiveness of working with case materials in the future, along with traditional
photo/video recording during crime scene inspection, it is recommended to introduce
the use of 360-degree spherical photo and/or video recording technologies. In this
regard, establishing the procedure for obtaining spherical panoramic images
covering the general view and important sections of the crime scene using specially
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designed cameras and attaching them (e.g., on separate digital carriers) to the case
materials is necessary.

The 360-degree recording technology provides much more complete and
holistic visual information about the crime scene compared to traditional methods.
Such images accurately reflect the spatial positioning of objects, creating the
opportunity for the investigator, prosecutor, judge, and other participants to virtually
re-inspect the crime scene at any time and better visualize the situation. In addition,
this method is a reliable tool for preserving the initial state of the crime scene for
many years and referring back when necessary, and provides additional visual
context for experts.

Implementing this recommendation requires providing investigation-
operational groups with necessary 360-degree cameras and their software; training
employees to effectively use this technology; defining the precise procedural and
technical procedure for storing, processing, formalizing (attaching to the protocol),
and presenting in court (e.g., through special projectors or virtual reality glasses) the
obtained spherical images in internal departmental documents.

40. It is expedient to provide investigation bodies with 3D scanning technical
means to ensure quality and complete inspection of the crime scene based on
analyses.

41. In order to fully and comprehensively detect every committed crime "on
hot trails,” accurately determine the causes of the crime and the conditions that
allowed its commission, and increase their knowledge and skills for inquiry officers
and investigators: introducing the procedure for inquiry officers and investigators to
regularly undergo practice at least once a year in their republican-level
organizations; establishing special "investigation polygons” in territorial
prosecutor's offices; conducting practical training with the participation of
specialists on the tactics and rules of conducting investigative actions for inquiry
officers and investigators at "investigation polygons" is proposed.

42. In order to establish a system for monitoring social networks based on
artificial intelligence, it is necessary to establish a special unit for monitoring social
networks and the "darknet" environment using artificial intelligence technologies,
with additional staffing at the Digital Forensics Research Institute of the Law
Enforcement Academy of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

The main tasks of the unit should be defined as identifying, inspecting,
analyzing suspicious information flows on the Internet, extremist content, and
information related to cybercrimes, as well as digitally altered, processed, and
falsified photo-, audio-, and video materials (DeepFake) using social engineering,
and providing prompt information on new threats.

43. It is expedient to develop and introduce into practice mechanisms for
conducting inspection investigative action in criminal case investigations with
continuous video recording, without the participation of attesting witnesses. To this
end, based on the experience of advanced foreign countries, providing investigators
with "Body cameras," i.e., cameras mounted on the investigator's clothing, is
considered expedient.
