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Introduction (annotation of PhD dissertation)

The relevance and necessity of the dissertation topic. In the world today,
corruption offenses are increasingly being carried out with a high level ot
professionalism and by using modern technologies, and their scale is growing
thereby strengthening their social danger. Corruption is assessed as a factor that
obstructs the development of market relations and democratic institutions, affects all
sectors of society and social development, and hinders ongoing economic, social,
and political reforms. Analyses indicate that the global cost of corruption currently
approaches USD 3 trillion, which underscores the necessity of a complex approach
to fighting it*. Article 33 of the United Nations Convention against Corruption,
which constitutes the international legal basis for combating corruption, stipulates
that each State Party shall consider incorporating into its domestic legal system
appropriate measures to provide protection for persons who report, to the competent
authorities, on reasonable and bona fide grounds, any facts concerning acts
recognized as criminal offences under the Convention?.

The increasing sophistication and the growing scale of corruption crimes
worldwide often committed with the use of modern technologies further aggravate
their social danger. Therefore, conducting scholarly research aimed at legally
safeguarding the rights of persons who report corruption offenses has become
particularly significant in preventing and combating corruption.

Systemic reforms are being implemented in Uzbekistan to improve the
protection of the rights of individuals who report corruption offenses. In particular,
Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan of April 25, 2025 No. UP-71,
which approved the programme of practical measures, designates as a key task the
development of a draft law establishing procedures for encouraging and protecting
persons who report corruption®. However, according to the Corruption Perceptions
Index (CPI) of the international organization Transparency International (TI),
Uzbekistan scored 33 points in 2023, ranking 121st out of 180 countries, and
dropped by one rank to 32 points in 20244, The results of the fifth-round monitoring
conducted in April 2024 under the Istanbul Action Plan of the Organisation for
Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD), which assessed the national
legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan regarding the protection of persons
reporting corruption offenses, assigned the lowest “unsatisfactory’ rating to the legal
protection of whistleblowers®.

According to statistical data, a total of 17,728 appeals were submitted to the
Anti-Corruption Agency during the period 2021-2024 and the first six months of

in the first six months of 2025). Of these, 823 appeals (4.64%) concerned reports
related to corruption offenses.

In addition, through the “1161” Anti-corruption hotline, established by the
General Prosecutor's Office of the Republic of Uzbekistan in March 2025, as well
as via the Telegram bot “@bpantikoruz_bot”, a total of 329 reports on corruption
offenses were received between March and September 2025. (5 from the Republic
of Karakalpakstan, 36 from Andijan, 18 from Bukhara, 12 from Jizzakh, 34 from
Kashkadarya, 13 from Navoi, 20 from Namangan, 31 from Samarkand, 25 from
Surkhandarya, 4 from Syrdarya, 27 from Fergana, 13 from Khorezm, 42 from
Tashkent Region, and 49 from Tashkent City)?.

It should be noted that, according to the results of a sociological survey
conducted among more than 1,100 members of the population and civil servants in
the course of the present research, 31.6 percent of individuals who reported
corruption offenses indicated that, following their reports, they were subjected to
various forms of pressure and coercion in labor-related relations at their workplace®.

This situation indicates that the current state of legal protection for persons
reporting information on corruption cases to state authorities in the Republic does
not meet the required standards. The aforementioned circumstances create a
necessity for legal scholarship to analyze the existing situation in this field, identify
systemic problems, and conduct scientific research aimed at addressing them.

This research contributes to the implementation of the Constitution of the
Republic of Uzbekistan (2023), the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On
combating corruption” (2017), the Presidential Decree on approval of “On the
development strategy of New Uzbekistan for 2022-2026 (2022), the Presidential
Decrees “On measures to further improve the anti-corruption system and increase
the effectiveness of public control over activities of state bodies and organizations”
(2023), and “On measures to effectively organize the implementation of priority
tasks identified for further improvement of the anti-corruption system” (2025), as
well as the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On
approval of the regulation on the procedure for rewarding individuals who report
corruption offenses or otherwise assist in combating corruption” (2020) and other
relevant legal acts in the field.

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The level of study of the problem. In Uzbekistan, the issue of protecting the
rights of individuals who report corruption offences has not been sufficiently studied
as an independent subject of scholarly research. Nevertheless, a number of national
legal scholars have addressed various aspects of combating corruption. In particular,
U.Aloev has examined the assessment of the impact of legislation; A.Atajanov has
analyzed instances of corruption within the judicial system, O.Ismoilov has focused
on the detection of latent corruption crimes, T.Kenjaev has conducted research on
anti-corruption expertise, T.Safarov has studied institutional mechanisms for
combating corruption, M.Muhammadiyeva enhancing the role of civil society
institutions in combating corruption and Z.Kuchkarov has explored issues related to
the 1dentification and mitigation of corruption risks in the higher education sector.

In the study entitled “Improving the organizational and legal basis of the
“Compliance Control” system in the field of combating corruption”, legal scholar
S.Mamanov defines the concept of persons who voluntarily report corruption
offences in the workplace and analyzes their role in the prevention of corrupt
practices. Meanwhile, in the research work conducted by legal scholar
F.Ghaybullaev on the topic “Improvement of legal founfations for combating
corruption in the higher education system” certain legal issues related to conducting
preliminary reviews of corruption-related reports disseminated through social
networks are examined from a legal perspective.

The study of the scientific-theoretical and organizational-legal aspects of the
legal protection system for persons reporting corruption offenses aligns with the
research contributions of scholars from the United States, Europe, Southeast Asian
states and the CIS countries.

In particular, within the CIS member states, the role and significance of
individuals who report corruption offenses in timely detecting and preventing such
violations, as well as the legal protection of their rights, have been the subject of
scholarly and theoretical research by legal scholars such as N.Yu.Volosova,
E.L.Sidorenko, V.M.Meshkov, A.V.Bogatov, O.V.Zhurkina, O.V.Makarova,
A.V.Mikhnevich, A.M.Tsirin, E.I.Spektor, and other researchers.

Research on the legal and social protection of individuals who report corruption
offenses has been conducted by legal scholars from the United States and various
European jurisdictions, including M.P.Miceli, T.M.Dwarkin, J.Near, J.Nadler,
N.M.Rongine (USA), H.Spadina (Croatia), D.Banisar and A.Mendes (United
Kingdom), P.Jubb, J.McLaren, and A.J.Brown (Australia), G.Thiising and
J.Habermas (Germany), E.Hennequin and W.Vandekerckhove (France).

In Southeast Asian countries, scholars such as M.K.Yamaguchi (Japan),
G.Kolata (Republic of Korea), A.Sharma, J.Devakumar (India), Z.Ismail, M.Abdul-
Hamid (Malaysia), and M.I.Aruzzi, .Nurhidayat (Indonesia) have examined the
prospects for implementing reporting channels for corruption offenses and the
protection of labor rights of individuals who report such offenses®.

1 These and other sources are listed in the list of used literature of the dissertation.
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However, to date, in our country, the legal protection system for persons
reporting corruption offenses has not been studied as an independent research object
and which underscores the relevance of the present study.

The connection of the dissertation research with the research plans of the
higher educational institution where the dissertation was completed. The topic
of the dissertation has been included in the research plan of the Law Enforcement
Academy of the Republic Uzbekistan and has been carried out within the framework
of the priority area “Urgent Issues in the Field of Combating Corruption”.

The purpose of the research is to develop proposals and recommendations for
improving national legislation with a view to addressing theoretical and legal issues
related to the legal protection and incentivization of individuals who report
corruption offenses, and thereby enhancing the mechanisms for safeguarding their
rights.

Tasks of the research:

to study the historical emergence of the institution of reporting corruption
offenses;

to examine the stages of development of this institution throughout the history
of statehood formed in the territory of Uzbekistan;

to conduct a scholarly-theoretical analysis of conceptual approaches relating to
individuals who report corruption offenses;

to conduct a comparative-legal analysis of international legal instruments on
the protection of persons reporting corruption offenses;

to study, from a theoretical and doctrinal perspective, such notions as
“malicious intent in reporting” “reporting driven by personal hostility” and
“reporting motivated by personal interests” in order to ensure that reports of
corruption offenses are submitted solely in the interests of society, the state, and the
public;

to analyze national legislative acts related to the protection of individuals who
report corruption offenses and to develop proposals and recommendations for their
improvement;

to examine the prospects for introducing a system for anonymous reporting of
corruption offences, taking into account international standards and the best
practices of advanced foreign countries regarding the grounds and procedures for
anonymous reporting of corruption offences;

to assess the relevance of adopting the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On
the Protection of Persons Reporting Corruption Offenses” and to develop the draft
law;

to study the legal grounds for incentivizing persons reporting corruption
administrative and sports offenses associated with non-compliance with conflict of
interest legislation;

to study international standards and the practices of advanced foreign countries
in the field of protecting persons who report corruption offences, and to develop
scientifically substantiated proposals and recommendations for incorporating their
positive aspects into national legislation.
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The object of research is comprises socio-legal relations related to improving
the system of legal protection and incentivization of the rights and legitimate
interests of individuals who report corruption offenses.

Research methods. The subject matter of the research consists of procedural
and other legislative norms, regulatory legal acts, judicial and investigative practice,
international standards, the legislative practice of advanced foreign countries, as
well as conceptual approaches and scholarly theoretical views existing in legal
science that, from an organizational and legal perspective, regulate the system for
protecting the rights and legitimate interests of individuals who report corruption
offenses and for providing incentives to such individuals.

Scientific novelty of the research is a follows:

it is substantiated to include violations related to non-compliance with the
legislation on conflict of interest in the list of administrative offenses concerning
corruption and to establish the legal grounds in the legislation for incentivizing
individuals who report such administrative offenses;

the provision of a one-time monetary reward equivalent to fifty percent of the
fine recoverable through the court to individuals who report administrative offenses
related to corruption arising from non-compliance with the legislation on conflict of
interest 1s justified;

the necessity of including conduct related to nepotism and violations of ethical
norms in the categories of reports on corruption offenses has been substantiated;

the necessity of providing a protection order to prevent harassment, pressure,
and violence in the workplace, including violations of labor rights, against
individuals who report corruption offenses is justified.

The practical results of the research are as follows:

authorial definitions have been developed for the concepts of “individual who
reports corruption offenses” “protection order for an individual who reports
corruption offenses” “malicious intent in reporting” “reporting driven by personal
hostility” and “reporting motivated by personal interests”;

Based on the generalization of the theoretical views of legal scholars,
recommendations set forth in international standards, and the experiences of
advanced foreign countries, a draft law has been developed to establish in national
legislation the legal foundations for receiving anonymous reports on corruption
offences and for examining them in the prescribed manner;

issues related to the incentivization of individuals who report corruption
offenses have been analyzed, and a draft resolution has been prepared to address and
resolve such challenges;

the specific categories of reports concerning corruption offenses have been
classified;

the relevance of developing a Draft Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the
Protection of Persons Reporting Corruption Offenses” designed to define the status,
rights and obligations of individuals who report such offenses, the types and
procedures of reporting, the procedural rules and timelines for reviewing reports, as
well as the rights and obligations of state bodies and employers in ensuring the
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protection of reporting persons has been substantiated, and the necessity of adopting
this draft law has been articulated;

a Draft Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the Protection of Persons
Reporting Corruption Offenses” has been developed.

Reliability of the research results. The research is based on national
legislation, international standards, the practices of developed foreign countries, and
sociological studies conducted through questionnaires and interviews. The analysis
of statistical data, identification of problems in law enforcement practice and
development of action models aimed at addressing these problems were tested
through methodologically substantiated recommendations. The findings have been
formalized in relevant documents aimed at enhancing operational efficiency. Over
1,100 members of the population and civil servants participated in sociological
surveys addressing the issues under study. Furthermore, the reliability of the research
results is confirmed by the fact that the theoretical approaches and methods applied
in the dissertation are derived from official sources, the conclusions, proposals, and
recommendations have undergone practical testing, the research findings have been
published in leading national and international journals and the results have been
validated by competent authorities as well as implemented in practice.

Scientific and practical significance of the research results. The scientific
significance of the research findings lies in the fact that the conclusions and
recommendations presented can be utilized for future scientific activities, legislative
drafting, law enforcement practice and for improving the organizational and legal
framework for protecting the rights of individuals reporting corruption offenses.
They can also serve as a basis for conducting new research in the field of anti-
corruption, as well as for teaching modules such as “Combating Corruption”
“Prevention of Corruption” “International Standards in Combating Corruption” and
“Problems of Corruption” Furthermore, the findings can be used in lecture, seminar
and practical class sessions and in the preparation of methodological manuals.

The practical significance of the research lies in the fact that the scholarly-
theoretical conclusions, proposals, and recommendations advanced within the study
may be utilized in improving legislation in the field of combating corruption, in
drafting relevant normative-legal acts, in developing methodological frameworks for
personnel of structural units responsible for preventing corruption offenses within
state institutions, as well as in preparing scientific and educational-methodological
manuals for trainees of the Academy of Law Enforcement of the Republic of
Uzbekistan and students of higher education institutions, and in their use within the
educational process.

Implementation of the research results. The scientific conclusions and
proposals developed as a result of the research were used:

the proposal to classify the failure to comply with legislative requirements on
conflict of interest as an administrative corruption offense and to establish the legal
grounds for incentivizing individuals who report such administrative offenses was
utilized in introducing amendments and additions to paragraph five of section 3 of
the Regulation “On approval of the regulation on the procedure for rewarding
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individuals who report corruption offenses or otherwise assist in combating
corruption” approved by Resolution No. 829 of the Cabinet of Ministers of the
Republic of Uzbekistan dated 31 December 2020 (Act No. 8/12-0016 of the Ministry
of Justice of the Republic of Uzbekistan, November 14, 2025). This proposal enabled
the establishment of normative-legal grounds for incentivizing individuals who
report administrative corruption offenses arising from non-compliance with conflict-
of-interest legislation;

the proposal to incentivize individuals who report administrative corruption
offenses arising from non-compliance with conflict-of-interest legislation by
granting a one-time monetary reward equivalent to fifty percent of the fine
recoverable through court proceedings was utilized in drafting the third
subparagraph of subitem “a” of clause 9 of the Regulation “On approval of the
regulation on the procedure for rewarding individuals who report corruption offenses
or otherwise assist in combating corruption” approved by Resolution No. 829 of the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated 31 December 2020 (Act
No. 8/12-0016 of the Ministry of Justice of the Republic of Uzbekistan, November
14, 2025). This proposal facilitated the provision for awarding a one-time monetary
reward to individuals who report administrative corruption offenses arising from
non-compliance with conflict-of-interest legislation;

the proposal regarding the classification of reports on corrupt conduct related
to nepotism and violations of ethical norms as reports of corruption offenses was
utilized in the drafting of Article 23 of the Draft Law “On the Protection of Persons
Reporting Corruption Offenses” (Act No. 8 of the Anti-Corruption Agency of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, May 28, 2025). The consideration of this proposal ensures
that individuals reporting not only administrative or criminal corruption offenses,
but also acts of corrupt conduct, are provided with state legal protection;

the proposal concerning the provision of a protection order to prevent
persecution, pressure, and acts of violence in the workplace, including violations of
labor rights, against individuals who report corruption offenses was utilized in
drafting Article 36 of the Draft Law “On the Protection of Persons Reporting
Corruption Offenses” (Act No. 8 of the Anti-Corruption Agency of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, May 28, 2025). The consideration of this proposal enables the
safeguarding of the rights and lawful interests of reporting individuals by providing
a protection order as a preventive measure to protect their labor rights in the
workplace.

Approval of the research results. The research findings were discussed at 12
scientific-practical conferences, including 3 international and 9 national events.

Publication of the research results. A total of 25 scientific works have been
published on the topic of the dissertation, including 1 monograph, 12 scientific
articles published in journals recommended by the Higher Attestation Commission
(HAC) for publishing the main scientific results of dissertations, of which 11 articles
were published in national journals and 1 in international journals, as well as 12
publications in conference proceedings, including 3 international and 9 national
articles and abstracts.
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The structure and volume of the dissertation. The structure of the
dissertation comprises an introduction, three chapters consisting of eight paragraphs,
a conclusion, a glossary of terms, a list of references, and appendices. The main text
of the dissertation consists of 156 pages.

THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

In the introduction (annotation of PhD dissertation) of the dissertation,
information is provided on the relevance and necessity of the research topic, its
correlation with the priority areas of development of science and technology in the
Republic, the degree of scholarly exploration of the issue, the relation of the topic to
the research activities of the higher education institution where the dissertation was
carried out, as well as the goals and objectives, object and subject of the research,
the methods employed, its scientific novelty and practical outcomes, the reliability
of the research findings, their scientific and practical significance, implementation,
approbation, publication of the results and the volume and structure of the
dissertation.

Chapter one of the dissertation, titled “Scientific and theoretical foundations
of the institution of reporting corruption offences” examines the history and
stages of development of the institution of reporting corruption offenses in the
context of world and Uzbek statehood. It also analyzes international legal
instruments and standards related to the protection of individuals who report
corruption offenses, theoretical and ethical perspectives on reporting corruption, as
well as the scholarly-theoretical views of legal researchers on the subject.

The dissertation establishes that, according to the researcher, the institution of
reporting corruption offences existed in various forms though not formally codified
in the civilizations of ancient Rome and other states. This institution in 7th-century
England under the term “Qui tam” (Referring to an individual who initiates legal
proceedings both on behalf of himself and the Crown). In later periods, the legal
bases of this institution were reflected in the Declaration of King Wihtred of Kent,
the 1649 “Sobor code” of the Russian Empire the 1715 “Articles of War” and the
1755 “Customs Charter”, the 1584 French decree titled “Public Interest”, the 1863
U.S. “False Claims Act” adopted by Congress, the “Peter Berry” case in Ireland, and
the establishment and operation of the “Petition box” (sojoubako) (meyasubako)
created in Japan in 1721. The dissertation also provides a historical-legal analysis of
the development stages of the institution of reporting corruption offences within the
historical statehood traditions of the territories corresponding to present day
Uzbekistan.

In this chapter, the dissertation author analyzed more than ten primary and
supplementary international legal instruments and standards concerning the legal
protection of individuals who report corruption offenses. The provisions contained
in these documents regarding the regulation and improvement of the legal protection
system for such reporting individuals were examined from a scholarly-theoretical
perspective.
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In this chapter, the researcher examines the legal status of a person who reports
corruption offences (whistleblower) and that of a witness, drawing on the experience
of foreign countries, international legal instruments, and the theoretical views of
legal scholars. (V.Nekhamkin, V.Katasonov, A.M.Tsirin, E.I.Spektor, and others).
Based on this analysis, the dissertation concludes that there are substantive
differences between the legal status of a whistleblower and that of a witness.

Furthermore, in this chapter dissertation author examined the scholarly-
theoretical views of legal researchers concerning individuals who voluntarily and
conscientiously report corruption offenses (whistleblowers) and those who report
with malicious intent (informers), categorizing these views into two groups.
According to the first group of scholars (D.Schultz, K.Harutyunyan, P.Bowal,
R.Haigh, A.Natapoff), there is a distinction in the theoretical understanding of
individuals reporting for the benefit of society versus those reporting with malicious
intent. In contrast, the second group of scholars (L. Gasiorowska, W.Vandekerckhove,
J.McLaren, V.Kendall, L.Rook) argues that these two categories should not be
differentiated based on moral criteria; rather, their activities should be assessed from
a legal perspective, focusing on the validity and reliability of the information
provided.

Supporting the views of the first group of scholars, the author emphasizes that
individuals who report with malicious intent (informers) often engage in unlawful
activities and may use the disclosure of information as a means to avoid liability or
to mitigate responsibility. Such individuals are typically in a subordinate position
relative to law enforcement authorities and may prioritize obtaining personal gain or
reward from their disclosure as their primary objective. Conversely, individuals who
report corruption offences (whistleblowers) are driven not by the pursuit of rewards,
but primarily by considerations of public interest, aiming to disclose information to
prevent corruption offences and to assist law enforcement bodies impartially and in
good faith.

In this chapter, the author analyzes the scientific and theoretical views of legal
scholars (4.J.Brown, J.Near, M.Miceli, R.Nader, J.Nadler, M.Schulman, R.Calland,
G.Dehn, W.Eaton, D.Akers, F.Chevarria, M.Silvestre, A.Mansbach, PJubb and
others) regarding the concept of “persons who report corruption offences”
(whistleblowers). Based on this analysis, the author proposes the following original
definition of the concept:

Persons who report corruption offences” are defined as individuals—or their
legal representatives, or representatives of a legal entity who, on their own initiative,
directly provide information to their superior, to law enforcement authorities, or to
the public through mass media, regarding corruption offences and actions that are
causing or may cause harm to the interests of society and the state, whether through
internal, external, public (open), or centralized channels.

“Persons who reports corruption offences” — are persons, their legal
representatives, or representatives of a legal entity who, in accordance with their
official subordination, directly provide information to their superior or to a law
enforcement agency, or disclose it to the public through mass media, regarding
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corruption offenses that are causing or may potentially cause harm to the interests
of society and the state, using internal, external, public (open), or centralized
networks (channels).

In this chapter, the researcher notes that, to date, negative moral attitudes
toward individuals who report corruption offences have developed among members
of society in Uzbekistan. (These individuals are often labeled using derogatory terms
such as “snitch,” “informant,” or “traitor) such perceptions have historical, social
and legal roots. According to the results of a survey conducted as part of the study
among more than /,/00 member of population and employees across the country,
31.9% of respondents identified a person who reports corruption offences as a
“whistleblower” in the colloquial sense (using terms such as snitch, traitor, informer,
or similar). According to the author, the formation of these negative psychological
attitudes among members of society has been influenced by historical, legal, and
social factors.

Furthermore, based on a social survey conducted by the dissertation author
regarding the possibility that reports may be submitted out of personal hostility,
malice, or for personal gain (44.4% of respondents indicated that individuals could
report with the intent to deliberately harm the reputation of others, out of personal
hostility or malice, or for personal benefit), the concepts of “malicious intent in
reporting,” “reporting driven by personal hostility,” and “reporting motivated by
personal interests” were analyzed. This analysis was conducted taking into account
the scholarly-theoretical views of both national and foreign legal researchers
(U.Zakirova, 1. Tyutyunnik, A.Turyshev, D.Teplova, S.Nikulin, A.Chuchaev, E.Gil,
S.Vshivtsev, and R.Sevostyanov). Based on this analysis, the author provided
scientific concepts of these concepts to prevent such practices during the process of
reporting corruption offenses.

Chapter two of the dissertation, titled “Organizational and legal aspects of
protecting the rights of persons who report corruption offences in the Republic
of Uzbekistan” the researcher examines the national legislative foundations for
ensuring the protection of reporting individuals, issues related to incentivizing them,
and the organizational-legal challenges of such protection. The study analyzes these
issues based on statistical data, sociological surveys, and the advanced experiences
of foreign countries in this field, with the aim of improving the legal and social
protection of individuals who report corruption offenses.

In this chapter, the author analyzes the distinctions between the legal status of
persons who report corruption offences and that of individuals who assist in
preventing or exposing crimes, witnesses, and crime scene observers a topic that
currently sparks intense debate among law enforcement officers. The analysis draws
on the scientific and theoretical views of legal scholars, interviews, survey results
and the legislation of leading foreign countries. Based on this analysis, the author
concludes that the legal status of persons who report corruption offences differs from
that of individuals who assist in crime prevention or detection, as well as from
witnesses and crime scene observers.
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In addition, the dissertation author emphasizes in this chapter that the
provisions of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On protection of victims,
witnesses and other participants in a criminal case” apply solely to criminal-legal
relations. The protective measures established by this law cannot be applied to
individuals who report administrative corruption offenses (offenses specified in
Articles 617, 193!, 193°, and 193% of the code of the Republic of Uzbekistan on
administrative responsibility). Consequently, the system for protecting the rights of
individuals who report corruption offenses is not comprehensively regulated within
the national legislation.

At the same time, within the scope of this chapter, the researcher examines the
current challenges related to incentivizing persons who report corruption offences.
According to the author, the following issues exist in the process of providing
incentives to individuals who report corruption offenses:

— the regulation “On approval of the regulation on the procedure for rewarding
individuals who report corruption offenses or otherwise assist in combating
corruption” approved by Resolution No. 829 of the Cabinet of Ministers dated 31
December 2020, does not establish the normative-legal framework for incentivizing
individuals who report corruption administrative offenses associated with non-
compliance with legislation on conflicts of interest (Article 193 of the code of the
Republic of Uzbekistan on administrative responsibility) or corruption crimes in the
field of sports (Articles 214'-214? of the code of Criminal Code).

— there no legal basis for awarding a one-time monetary reward to individuals
who report administrative corruption offenses arising from non-compliance with
conflict-of-interest legislation;

— the regulation does not contain a clear normative provision regarding whether
the one-time monetary reward for reporting corruption offenses should be paid in
accordance with the base calculation rate in effect on the date when the report was
submitted or when the decision of the prosecutor, investigator, inquirer, or the
ruling/judgment of the court is issued;

— although the regulation stipulates that expenses related to incentivizing
individuals who report offenses are to be covered from the state budget, in practice,
the budget parameters of the Republic of Uzbekistan do not allocate specific funds
for such incentives each year, nor are alternative sources of funding for these
incentives defined.

Referring to statistical data, the author notes that, as of 2024, courts considering
criminal cases reviewed a total of 5 administrative cases under Article 193* of the
code of the Republic of Uzbekistan on administrative responsibility (non-compliance
with conflict-of-interest legislation), and during the first ten months of 2025, 472
cases were examined, totaling 477 administrative cases. Of these, 45 cases, or 9.44
percent were initiated based on reports of this specific type of offense (20 (4) cases
in 2024), and 25 (17) cases in the first half of 2025). Analyzing these issues, the
dissertation author examined the experiences of advanced foreign countries
(Kazakhstan, Ukraine, the Republic of Lithuania, and the Russian Federation) and
proposed legal foundations for incentivizing individuals who report administrative
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corruption offenses connected to non-compliance with conflict-of-interest
legislation, as well as corruption crimes in the field of sports (Articles 214'-214° of
Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan). The author suggested incorporating
these legal foundations into Clauses 3 and 9 of the Regulation “On approval of the
regulation on the procedure for rewarding individuals who report corruption offenses
or otherwise assist in combating corruption” specifying that one-time monetary
rewards for reporting individuals should be paid in the amount corresponding to the
base calculation rate in effect in the Republic of Uzbekistan at the time the court
decision or ruling becomes legally effective. Furthermore, the author proposed
establishing the legal basis for including expenses related to incentivizing reporting
individuals annually in the state budget parameters in Article 28 of the Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan “On Combating Corruption”.

In this chapter, the author also examined the methods of reporting corruption
offenses anonymously based on international standards, the experience of advanced
foreign countries (Germany, Austria, Ukraine and Albania) and the scientific views
of legal scholars (A4.Brown, D.Lewis, O.Makarova, V.Karimov, and
M. Mukhammadieva and others). The researcher argues that, since corruption
offenses are considered latent crimes, it is of paramount importance to establish the
legal framework for receiving and properly investigating anonymous reports
(submissions) regarding such offenses.

In particular, the dissertation author emphasizes that although Decree of the
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. DP-5729 on “On measures to further
improve the anti-corruption system in the Republic of Uzbekistan™ provides for the
creation of opportunities to review anonymous reports of corruption, this directive
has not yet been implemented. Analysis of statistical data shows that over the past
six years (2018-2024 years) a total of 2,470 anonymous reports indicating corruption
were submitted to the prosecution authorities (285 in 2018, 189 in 2019, 347 in
2020, 487 in 2021, 394 in 2022, 356 in 2023, and 412 in 2024). Furthermore, during
2021-2024 and the first six months of 2025 the Anti-Corruption Agency of the
Republic of Uzbekistan received a total of 229 anonymous reports on corruption
offenses (/17 in 2021, 63 in 2022, 27 in 2023, 12 in 2024, and 10 during the first
half of 2025). However, the current legislation does not establish legal procedures
for reviewing these submissions or for taking appropriate measures in response to
identified corruption offenses, which hinders the timely detection and prevention of
such violations.

Therefore, the author proposes, within the framework of the research, to
supplement the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Appeals of Individuals and
Legal Entities” with a new Article 24% entitled “Specific features of reviewing
anonymous appeals related to corruption offenses” This article would provide that
factual information contained in anonymous appeals concerning corruption offenses
shall be examined by the internal anti-corruption compliance units of state bodies
and organizations, or, in exceptional and urgent circumstances, such anonymous
appeals shall be forwarded to the competent authorities for consideration.
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In addition, the dissertation author proposes to amend Article 323 of the
Criminal Procedure Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan by adding a new second
part, stipulating that anonymous reports regarding serious and especially grave
corruption crimes shall be examined in accordance with the prescribed procedure,
and where the factual information is substantiated, such reports may serve as
grounds for initiating a criminal case.

Additionally, in this chapter the author analyzed the results of a survey
conducted among more than 7,100 employees on the question: “Have you
experienced pressure or harassment at the workplace as a result of reporting
corruption offenses?” According to the survey, 31.6% of respondents answered
“Yes” Based on an analysis of problematic cases both in certain foreign countries
and domestically, as well as the results of sociological surveys conducted in
Uzbekistan by Transparency International (TI) through its international anti-
corruption barometer, the author examined the necessity and prospects of providing
protection orders to individuals who report corruption offenses in order to prevent
potential pressure, persecution or harassment in the workplace. Furthermore, the
study considered funding sources for measures related to the provision of such
protection orders, drawing on the experiences of foreign countries, international
legal instruments and international standards. In light of these findings, the
researcher proposed recommendations for introducing legal mechanisms to protect
individuals who report corruption offenses in the workplace within the national
legislation. (Drafts of which are presented in the appendix to the dissertation).

Chapter three of the dissertation is dedicated to “Issues of improving the
protection of rights of persons reporting corruption offenses” the doctoral candidate
the experience of advanced foreign countries in protecting the rights of reporting
individuals, the categories of individuals who report corruption offenses, prospects
for defining their legal status, and issues related to improving the legal protection of
reporting individuals in Uzbekistan from a scientific-theoretical and legal
perspective.

In this chapter, the author examined special legislative acts adopted in the
United States, Western and Eastern European countries, Southeast Asian states, and
CIS countries that regulate the protection of the rights of individuals who report
corruption offenses.

In this chapter, the doctoral candidate investigates the current status of
individuals reporting corruption violations (who qualifies as a individuals who
report corruption offenses), their rights and obligations within the reporting system,
the categories of reports (administrative and criminal offenses related to corruption,
as well as corrupt conduct), the reporting channels, including internal reporting
(internal whistleblowing policy), external reporting (external whistleblowing policy)
and public reporting (public whistleblowing policy) and the procedural procedure for
considering reports. The study also examines the rights and obligations of employers
in protecting individuals who report corruption offenses at the workplace, the
classification of reports and the authority of specialized state bodies in safeguarding
individuals who report corruption offenses.
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Furthermore, the necessity and relevance of adopting the Republic of
Uzbekistan’s specialized law “On the Protection of Persons Reporting Corruption
Offenses” have been scientifically substantiated through social surveys, including
interviews with practicing employees. The candidate has demonstrated the
appropriateness and justification of enacting this law.

In this chapter, the researcher analyzes that, although the Anti-Corruption
Agency has developed a draft law titled “On the protection of individuals reporting
corruption offences” to safeguard whistleblowers, this specialized law has not yet
been enacted and a comprehensive system for the protection of whistleblowers does
not exist. Within the framework of the Istanbul Anti-Corruption Action Plan, which
is a key sub-regional initiative of the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and
Development (OECD) Network on Anti-Corruption in Eastern Europe and Central
Asia, the national legislation and law enforcement practices regarding the protection
of individuals reporting corruption offenses are assessed as “unsatisfactory” This
situation, in turn, negatively affects the position of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the
“Corruption Perceptions” index of the international organization Transparency
International (TT).

Based on internationally recognized standards and the experience of foreign
states, the author proposes the adoption of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan
“On the Protection of Persons Reporting Corruption Offenses” and recommends that
the law establish the following provisions (Drafts of which are presented in the
appendix to the dissertation):

The objectives of the proposed law include:

to define the purpose of the law as regulating relations related to the protection
of individuals who report corrupt offenses and conduct in the interest of society, the
state, and the public;

providing state guarantees for the protection and encouragement of who report
corruption offenses;

defining concepts that are relatively new to national legislation, such as
“individuals reporting corruption offenses” “malicious reporting” “reporting due to
personal animosity” “reporting for personal gain” “protection order for
whistleblowers” and “anti-corruption unit”;

establishing the authority of specialized state bodies in the area of
whistleblower protection and incentives;

regulating the status (categories) of whistleblowers, as well as their rights and
obligations;

defining the categories of reports, reporting channels, reporting procedures and
the procedural framework for the consideration of reports;

determining the rights and obligations of employers in protecting
whistleblowers;

specifying the types of protective measures available to whistleblowers, as well
as the grounds and procedures for the application and termination of such measures.

Additionally, based on the status of individuals who report corrupt offenses, the
author emphasizes that these reporters may be participants in employment relations
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(employees, former employees, or persons under civil-law contracts). Drawing on
the scholarly ideas of Dr.Tanya Marcum, Dr.Jacob Young, and Mia Barnes, as well
as the results of conducted social surveys, measures are proposed to prevent
persecution, pressure, violence and other illegal actions in the workplace, including
interference with professional and academic activities, against individuals reporting
corruption.

To achieve this, it is proposed to enhance the “e-anticor.uz” platform as a
reporting network for regularly handling reports of corrupt offenses. The proposal
includes integrating state authorities and management bodies, ministries, agencies
and organizations with state participation including state enterprises and institutions,
as well as organizations with over 50% state ownership into the platform, obligating
them to upload reports received through their internal reporting channels within 24
hours. The platform would also enable the analysis of reports and the formation of a
unified electronic registry of individuals who report corrupt offenses under the Anti-
Corruption Agency.

Furthermore, it is recommended to establish a practice whereby termination of
employment contracts due to reporting is permitted only with the Agency’s approval.
The proposal also suggests mandating specialized internal reporting channels for
corruption within state bodies, organizations, institutions, local government
authorities and state-participated enterprises, with the deputy head of each state body
being designated as responsible for ensuring the continuous and uninterrupted
operation of such reporting channels.

CONCLUSION

The following conclusions of theoretical and scientific-practical importance
were reached at the end of the dissertation on the topic “Issues of improving the
protection of the rights of individuals who report corruption offences”:

l. Theoretical and scientific conclusions:

1. “Persons who reports corruption offences” — are persons, their legal
representatives, or representatives of a legal entity who, in accordance with their
official subordination, directly provide information to their superior or to a law
enforcement agency, or disclose it to the public through mass media, regarding
corruption offences that are causing or may potentially cause harm to the interests
of society and the state, using internal, external, public (open), or centralized
networks (channels).

2. “Protection order for persons reporting corruption offenses” — a legal
document providing state protection to an individual who reports a corruption
offense or misconduct, aimed at preventing persecution, harassment, violence or
other unlawful actions in the workplace.

3. “Malicious Reporting” — the intent of an individual in the process of
reporting a corruption offense that is not aimed at protecting the interests of society,

the state or the public, but rather at pursuing personal or malicious objectives. Such
intent contradicts the ethical essence of the reporting institution and serves as a
negative factor undermining the reliability and objectivity of the institution for
reporting corruption offenses.

4. “Reporting due to personal animus” — the act of reporting motivated by
hostility between individuals, expressed through psychological aggression or
associated negative emotions. This purpose serves as a clear scientific criterion for
assessing the subjective motive of the whistleblower and enables the institution of
reporting to ensure objectivity.

5. “Reporting for personal gain” — the act of reporting a corruption offense by
an individual primarily to protect their own personal interests, or the interests of a
close relative or another related person, or to obtain material or non-material
benefits, property, wealth, privileges, or any other personal, social, financial,
commercial, or non-commercial advantage, rather than to safeguard the interests of
society, the state, or the public. Such actions are contrary to the purpose of the
institution for reporting corruption offenses.

6. In the history of statehood of the states that have existed on the territory of
Uzbekistan, the formation and development of the institution of reporting corruption
offenses is divided into six periods: the first period (from the 5th century to the 14th
century), the second period (from the 14th century to the 16th century), the third
period (from the 16th century to the 20th century), the fourth period (from the 20th
century to 1991), the fifth period (from 1991 to 2017) the sixth period (from 2017 to
the present).

Il.  Proposals for the improvement of regulatory and legal acts

7. It is proposed to draft of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the
Protection of Persons Reporting Corruption Offenses” (Drafts of which are
presented in the appendix to the dissertation).

The proposed Law provides for the following:

to define the purpose of the law as regulating relations related to the protection
of individuals who report corrupt offenses and conduct in the interest of society, the
state and the public;

providing state guarantees for the protection and incentivization of individuals
reporting corruption offenses;

defining terms that are relatively new to national legislation, such as
“individuals reporting corruption offenses” “malicious reporting” “reporting due to
personal animus” “reporting for personal gain”, “protection order for whistleblowers
of corruption offenses” and “Employer” defining the powers of specialized state
authorities in the field of protection and incentivization of individuals reporting
corruption offenses;

regulating the status (categories), rights and obligations of individuals reporting
corruption offeses, as well as the rights and obligations of employers in protecting
such individuals;
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establishing the categories of reports (related to corruption crimes, corruption-
related administrative offenses and corrupt conduct), reporting channels, reporting
procedures and procedural rules for considering corruption-related reports;

determining the types of protective measures applicable to individuals
reporting corruption offenses, as well as the grounds and procedures for applying
and revoking such protective measures.

8. It is proposed to supplement the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the
appeals of individuals and legal entities” with the following Article 24

“Article 24°. Handling of anonymous reports on corruption offenses”

“Factual information contained in anonymous appeals related to corruption
offenses shall be examined by the internal anti-corruption compliance unit or the
relevant departments. In exceptional and urgent circumstances, anonymous appeals
concerning corruption offenses shall be forwarded to the competent state
authorities”.

9. It 1s proposed to supplement Article 323 of the Criminal procedure Code of
the Republic of Uzbekistan with the following new paragraph:

“Anonymous reports concerning serious and especially serious corruption
crimes shall be examined in accordance with the established procedure. If the factual
information provided in such reports is substantiated, it shall serve as grounds for
initiating a criminal case”.

10. In order to address certain issues arising in the payment of monetary
rewards to individuals reporting corruption offenses and to improve the sources for
covering expenses related to incentives, it is proposed to supplement the fifth
paragraph of Article 28 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Combating
Corruption” with the following wording:

“Expenses related to such incentives shall be provided for annually within the
parameters of the State Budget”.

11. It is proposed to express the third paragraph of Clause 6 of the regulations
“On approval of the regulation on the procedure for rewarding individuals who
report corruption offenses or otherwise assist in combating corruption” approved by
Resolution No. 829 of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the
following wording:

“Corruption offenses” shall mean crimes committed through the abuse of
official position as provided for in: article 167, part 2, item “g”, article 168, part 3,
item “v”, articles 192° and 192!, articles 205, 209-214, 214 and 214°, as well as
article 243 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan, as well as crimes
specified in Article 301 of the same Code.

12. It is proposed to supplement the Regulations “On approval of the regulation
on the procedure for rewarding individuals who report corruption offenses or
otherwise assist in combating corruption” with Clause 13! in the following wording:

“When determining the amount of the one-time cash reward, it shall be paid
based on one of the decisions specified in Clause 13 of these Regulations or in the
amount of the base calculation rate effective at the time the decision comes into legal
force”.
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I11.  Proposals and recommendations for the improvement of law
enforcement practices

13. Designating the Agency for Combating Corruption of the Republic of
Uzbekistan as the specially authorized state body for the protection of individuals
reporting corruption offenses, and regulating the Agency’s powers in safeguarding
whistleblowers in accordance with the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the
protection of individuals reporting corruption offenses”.

14. Enhancing the “E-anticor.uz” platform as a reporting network for handling
reports of corruption offenses and ensuring the integration of state executive and
administrative bodies, ministries, agencies and state-participated organizations
including state unitary enterprises and institutions, as well as organizations with
more than a 50% state share into the platform. This integration aims to enable the
submission of reports received through their internal reporting networks to the
platform within 24 hours, facilitate the analysis of reports, maintain a unified
database of individuals who report corrupt offenses and monitor processes related to
incentivizing and protecting them.

15. Establishing a unified electronic registry of employees who report
wrongdoing through the “E-anticor.uz” platform under the Agency for Combating
Corruption and implementing a practice whereby the imposition of disciplinary
measures or the termination of employment contracts against reporting employees
by their employers is permitted only with the Agency’s authorization.

16. Implementing a practice of mandatorily establishing internal reporting
channels for the receipt of reports on corruption offenses in state executive and
administrative bodies, ministries, agencies, and state-participated organizations
including state unitary enterprises and institutions, as well as organizations with
more than a 50% state share where the number of employees exceeds 20, while
introducing such channels on a voluntary basis in other organizations.

17. It is proposed to mandatorily establish specialized internal reporting
channels for reporting corruption offenses within state bodies, organizations,
institutions, local government authorities, state-participated organizations and
enterprises with state ownership and to designate one of the deputy heads of the state
body as the official responsible for the continuous management of this reporting
network.

18. It is proposed to establish, as an obligation of the employer in anti-
corruption activities, the practice of informing newly recruited employees in state
executive and administrative bodies, ministries, agencies and state-participated
organizations including state unitary enterprises and institutions, as well as
organizations with more than a 50% state share about the existence and continuous
operation of specialized internal reporting channels for reporting corruption offenses
in the workplace.

19. To establish a dedicated department or division within the Anti-Corruption
Agency of the Republic of Uzbekistan responsible for the centralized electronic
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reporting system, ensuring its continuous operation, ongoing improvement, and the
analysis of corruption-related risks by sector and region based on incoming reports.
