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INTRODUCTION (annotation of the PhD thesis)

The relevance and necessity of the dissertation topic. Approximately 15
percent of the world’s population lives with some form or degree of disability, and
four-fifths of them reside in developing countries®. Although a significant portion of
persons with disabilities belong to the economically active segment of the
population, their employment rate remains notably low. The number of persons with
disabilities is increasing year by year?, with nearly one million individuals accounted
for by Uzbekistan®. As the global social outlook evolves and the human factor
assumes a dominant role, attitudes toward persons with disabilities are undergoing
a profound transformation. In recent years, international legal instruments have
shifted their focus from isolating persons with disabilities to ensuring their full
integration into society. This paradigm shift necessitates the development of new
principles for addressing the challenges faced by persons with disabilities, including
their adaptation to social life, promotion of employment opportunities, improvement
of education quality, and, most importantly, the establishment of modern
mechanisms for the protection of their rights.

A number of international legal instruments, in particular, the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights (1948) and the Convention on the Rights of Persons
with Disabilities (2006) adopted by the United Nations have established that persons
with disabilities are entitled to special care and protection. All these instruments
demonstrate that, at the international level, it is necessary not only to safeguard the
rights and legitimate interests of persons with disabilities, but also to strengthen and
refine effective monitoring mechanisms ensuring the proper implementation of
legislation in this area. Consequently, it has become increasingly important to
enhance strict state and public supervision over the observance of the rights of
persons with disabilities and to conduct scholarly and practical research aimed at
improving the organizational and legal foundations of the activities of prosecutorial
bodies in this field.

In the Republic of Uzbekistan, a national legal system for the protection of the
rights and lawful interests of persons with disabilities has been established. Within
this framework, supervisory measures conducted by the prosecution authorities to
ensure the uniform and proper enforcement of legislation in this sphere serve as a
key guarantee for safeguarding their rights and legitimate interests. In particular,
during the period from 2023 to 2025, a total of 54 criminal cases were initiated
nationwide in connection with the establishment, revocation, and modification of
disability status. The majority of these cases were related to instances of falsification,

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misappropriation, and embezzlement within the activities of medical and social
expert commissions. In 2024, 87 inspections were carried out in the field, as a result
of which 832 violations of the law were identified. Based on the outcomes of these
inspections, protests were lodged against 37 unlawful acts, 85 submissions were
introduced to eliminate identified violations, 136 officials were subjected to
disciplinary liability, 39 officials were held administratively liable, voluntary
compensation of damages amounting to 2.7 billion Uzbek soums was ensured, and
16 officials were formally warned against future violations of the law. Furthermore,
25 criminal cases were initiated in connection with gross violations of the law, and
the violated rights of 1,734 individuals were restored. Moreover, an analysis of
inspections conducted by the prosecution authorities in this area during 2022—-2024
demonstrates that, despite a 40 per cent reduction in the number of inspections from
145 in 2022 to 87 in 2024 the number of identified violations decreased by only 20
per cent (from 1,041 to 832). This indicates the insufficient effectiveness of
preventive measures and the persistence of violations of a systemic nature. In
addition, although the number of protests decreased from 45 to 37 (—18 per cent),
the number of acts annulled as a result of such protests declined from 40 to 29 (-
27.5 per cent), which reflects a reduction in the practical effectiveness of
prosecutorial protests. These indicators underscore the necessity of improving the
activities of the prosecution authorities in this field, and, in particular, conducting
in-depth theoretical and practical research aimed at enhancing the effectiveness of
prosecutorial supervision. Furthermore, as emphasized by the President of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, Sh. M. Mirziyoyev, the rights of persons with disabilities
to access existing opportunities within society—including freedom of movement,
healthcare, education, employment, rehabilitation, and participation in political and
social life are being ensured!. This position further confirms the relevance and
necessity of comprehensive scientific research in this area.

The present research contributes, to a certain extent, to the implementation of
the objectives set forth in the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the
Prosecutor’s Office” (2001), the Law “On the Rights of Persons with Disabilities”
(2020), the Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the
Development Strategy of the New Uzbekistan for 2022-2026 (2022), as well as the
Presidential resolutions “On Additional Measures to Improve the System of Support
for Persons with Disabilities” (2023), “On Additional Measures to Improve the
System for Determining Disability” (2024), and “On Additional Measures to Further
Improve the System of Social Services and Assistance for Children with
Disabilities” (2025), along with other relevant regulatory legal acts governing this
field.

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Uzbekistan, entitled: “Formation and implementation of a system of innovative ideas
in the social, legal, economic, cultural, and spiritual-educational development of an
information-oriented society and a democratic state.”

Degree of Research on the Problem. Issues related to the improvement of
prosecutorial supervision in ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities have been
explored in various dimensions, which may be summarized as follows:

First, the conceptual ideas concerning the rights of persons with disabilities are
reflected in the works of the President of our country, Sh. Mirziyoyev?;

Second, the general theoretical and legal aspects related to ensuring the rights
of persons with disabilities have been studied by scholars such as M.Aminjonova,
R.Zhavoronkov, Sh.Ismoilov, L.Isoqov, M.Mamasiddigov, B.Munavvarov,
A.Saidov, M. Tillabayev, M. Usmonova, A. Yusupov, and E.Yakovleva;

Third, certain specific aspects of the rights of persons with disabilities and
prosecutorial supervision have been examined in the scholarly works of
V.Bessarabov, D.lbragimov, N.lgonina, A.Komilov, T.Lykhina, O.Madaliev,
A.Odinaev, A.Palamarchuk, B.Polatov, F.Rakhimov, N.Subanova,
E.Sinelshchikova, and others2. Some of these scholars have explored theoretical and
practical issues concerning the rights of persons with disabilities and/or
prosecutorial supervision based on the characteristics of certain countries, while
others have addressed these issues incidentally in the course of elaborating various
aspects of their research.

However, in the Republic of Uzbekistan, the issue of organizing prosecutorial
supervision over the implementation of legislation on the rights of persons with
disabilities and improving its legal foundations has not yet been the subject of a a
separate monographic study.

Relevance of the Dissertation Topic to the Research Plans of the Higher
Education Institution. The topic of this dissertation is directly aligned with the
scientific research plan of the Academy of Law Enforcement of the Republic of
Uzbekistan and has been carried out within the framework of the institutional
research project entitled “Improving Prosecutorial supervision in Ensuring the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities.”

The main objective of the research is to develop scientifically grounded
proposals and recommendations for improving prosecutorial supervision in ensuring
the rights of persons with disabilities.

The main tasks of the dissertation are as follows:

to conduct scholarly research on the concepts of persons with disabilities and
the protection of their rights;

to examine the formation and development of prosecutorial supervision in
ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities;

to provide a comprehensive characterization of prosecutorial supervision in
safeguarding the rights of persons with disabilities;

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to elucidate the substance and essence of international standards relating to the
rights of persons with disabilities;

to study the principal mechanisms through which prosecutorial bodies protect
the rights of persons with disabilities;

to carry out a comparative legal analysis of the specific features of prosecutorial
activity in ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities in foreign countries;

to provide a legal assessment of the issues pertaining to the organization and
implementation of prosecutorial supervision in the protection of the rights of persons
with disabilities;

to develop proposals and recommendations aimed at improving prosecutorial
activities in ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities based on the study of
existing practices.

The object of the study is the system of social and legal relations connected
with the improvement of prosecutorial supervision in ensuring the rights of persons
with disabilities.

The subject of the research consists of normative legal acts, law enforcement
practices, foreign legislation, as well as existing concepts and theoretical approaches
in legal scholarship governing relations related to the improvement of prosecutorial
supervision in ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities.

The research employs comparative-legal, logical, systemic-structural, and
sociological methods, along with the comprehensive analysis of scientific sources,
inductive and deductive reasoning, empirical research, statistical data analysis, and
the study of law enforcement practice.

The scientific novelty of the research consists of the following:

the introduction of the “Unified Electronic Register of Inspections
(Tekshiruvlarning yagona elektron reyestri)” information system has been
substantiated as a mechanism to ensure transparency at all stages of supervision
activities in the field of protecting the rights of persons with disabilities, to enable
systematic monitoring, and to conduct inspections in a centralized and traceable
manner, thereby ensuring strict compliance with the law.

it has been demonstrated that the State must guarantee persons with disabilities
free psychological assistance, and that the disclosure of a psychologist’s professional
secret without the consent of the individual requesting psychological support or their
legal representative may be permitted only upon a written request from the bodies
conducting pre-investigation inquiries, the inquiry and investigative authorities, the
prosecutor’s office, or the court, when such disclosure is necessitated by pre-trial
proceedings or judicial review.

it has been substantiated that children with disabilities, including those with
mental or physical developmental impairments, must be regarded as one of the
categories of children at risk of being subjected to violence.

it has been demonstrated that exercising control over the implementation of
legislation concerning the provision of medical and social assistance to persons with
disabilities should be designated as one of the main functions of the Department for
Supervision over the Implementation of Legislation in the Sphere of Poverty
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Reduction and Social Protection of the Population under the Office of the Prosecutor
General;

it has been substantiated that, in overseeing the implementation of legal acts
ensuring the rights and freedoms of persons with disabilities, it is necessary to
strengthen the supervisory capacities of the prosecution authorities by not limiting
the supervisory function to formal reporting, but rather by carrying it out on the basis
of comprehensive and evidence-based information.

The practical results of the research include:

the author has developed original definitions of key legal concepts related to
the protection of the rights of persons with disabilities;

the causes and factors contributing to the emergence of problems in
prosecutorial supervision over the protection of the rights of persons with disabilities
have been analyzed, and the relevant international experience has been studied;
based on this, proposals have been formulated for improving the existing legislation
in this field;

the distinctive features, directions, and development factors of the protection of
the rights of persons with disabilities specific to the Republic of Uzbekistan have
been comprehensively examined;

it has been substantiated that prosecutorial supervision over the observance of
the rights of persons with disabilities is characterized by three fundamental elements;

it has been substantiated that the introduction of a new prosecutorial
supervision measure ‘“monitoring” into the system of prosecutorial supervision
activities is necessary;

the necessity of enhancing the effectiveness of supervisory activities
concerning compliance with the rights of persons with disabilities has been justified,
and a draft order of the Prosecutor General of the Republic of Uzbekistan has been
developed accordingly.

Reliability of the Research Results. The reliability of the research results is
ensured by their solid foundation in international legal norms, national legislation,
the experience of developed countries, and law enforcement practice. The findings
are also based on the results of sociological research employing questionnaires,
interviews, and expert evaluations. Statistical data were analyzed, generalized, and
formally documented in accordance with established procedures. The conclusions,
proposals, and recommendations have undergone approbation, and their outcomes
have been published in leading national and international scientific journals. The
obtained results have been verified by competent authorities and introduced into
practical application.

Scientific and Practical Significance of the Research Results. The scientific
conclusions, proposals, and recommendations developed as a result of this research
can be used in conducting further scholarly studies on foreign and national
mechanisms for the protection of the rights of persons with disabilities; in legislative
drafting processes; in interpreting relevant provisions of human rights legislation; in
improving national legislation; and in enriching the scientific and theoretical
foundations of such academic disciplines as ‘“Prosecutorial Supervision” and
“Human Rights.” Moreover, the results may contribute to the development of a
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distinct academic discipline in Uzbekistan entitled “Rights of Persons with
Disabilities.”

The practical significance of the research lies in the applicability of its scientific
conclusions, proposals, and recommendations to the improvement of legislation and
the preparation of legal commentaries; the development of educational and
methodological materials for students of law faculties; and the delivery of lectures
and seminars on courses such as “Prosecutorial Supervision,” “Human Rights,” and
“Rights of Persons with Disabilities” in higher educational institutions and law
colleges. The results may also serve as a foundation for future academic research in
these areas.

Implementation of the Research Results. The scientific results obtained in
the field of ensuring the labor rights of persons with disabilities have been practically
applied in the following areas:

Proposals aimed at enhancing the supervisory functions of prosecutorial bodies
through the digitalization of supervision activities and ensuring continuous
monitoring of compliance with legislation in all types of inspections by introducing
the “Unified Electronic Register of Inspections” information system were reflected
in paragraph 7 of Chapter 2 and subparagraph 4.3 of Chapter 4 of the Presidential
Decree of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. PF-204 of November 3, 2025, “On the
Adoption of the Strategy ‘Digital Prosecution — 2030°,” (as referenced in the
Certificate of the Office of the Prosecutor General of the Republic of Uzbekistan
No. 27/2-231-25 dated November 24, 2025). This initiative simplifies prosecutorial
supervision in the field of ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities by
guaranteeing transparency, systematic monitoring, centralized data management,
and secure and immutable storage of information, while also reducing the risk of
corruption.

The proposal to guarantee State-funded psychological assistance for persons
with disabilities, as well as to permit the disclosure of a psychologist’s professional
secret, without the consent of the individual requesting psychological support or
their legal representative, solely on the basis of a written request by the bodies
conducting pre-investigation inquiries, the inquiry and investigative authorities, the
prosecutor’s office, or the court in connection with pre-trial proceedings or judicial
review, has been reflected in Articles 9 and 17 of the Law of the Republic of
Uzbekistan “On the Provision of Psychological Assistance to the Population,”
approved by Law No. OPK-989 of 5 November 2024 (Minutes No. 04/9-10/15 of
the Committee on International Affairs, Defence and Security Issues of the
Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan, dated 10
November 2025). This proposal serves to ensure the provision of psychological
assistance to persons with disabilities as a State guarantee and stipulates that
psychological confidentiality may be disclosed only within the limits of lawful
procedural requirements, thereby strengthening the protection of individual rights.

The proposal to classify children with disabilities, including those with mental
or physical developmental impairments, as a category of children at heightened risk
of being subjected to violence has been reflected in Articles 12, 27 and 38 of the
Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the Protection of Children from All Forms
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of Violence,” approved by Law No. OPK-996 of 14 November 2024 (Minutes No.
04/6-08 of the Committee on Labour, Public Health and Social Affairs of the
Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan, dated 10
November 2025). This proposal provides a clear legal basis for recognising children
with disabilities as a high-risk group, thereby ensuring statutory guarantees for
specialised prevention, early identification and protection measures applicable to
them.

The proposal to designate supervision over the implementation of legislation
on the provision of medical and social assistance to persons with disabilities as one
of the principal functions of the Department for Supervision over the
Implementation of Legislation in the Sphere of Poverty Reduction and Social
Protection of the Population under the Office of the Prosecutor General was
incorporated into paragraph 9 of section 7 of the Regulation approved by Order No.
298 of the Prosecutor General of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated October 10, 2024
(as confirmed by Certificate No. 07/22/25 of the Office of the Prosecutor General
dated August 19, 2025). This measure strengthens prosecutorial supervision of the
enforcement of legislation aimed at ensuring the right of persons with disabilities to
receive medical and social assistance.

The proposal to enhance the prosecutorial capacity in monitoring the
implementation of legal acts guaranteeing the rights and freedoms of persons with
disabilities by not limiting the supervisory function to formal reports but by basing
it on comprehensive and systematic information — was incorporated into the second
paragraph of part eight of Article 5 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On
the Prosecutor’s Office” (as confirmed by the Certificate of the Committee on
Combating Corruption and Judicial-Legal Issues of the Legislative Chamber of the
Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. 04/5-08/23 dated September 22,
2025). This proposal ensures the provision of extensive and systematic information
to the prosecution authorities regarding the activities of local executive bodies in the
field of protecting the rights of persons with disabilities, thereby facilitating the early
detection and timely elimination of legal violations.

Approbation of the research results. The research findings were presented
and discussed at 5 scientific and practical conferences, including 3 international and
2 national conferences.

Publication of the research results. A total of 20 scientific works have been
published on the dissertation topic, including 1 monograph, 14 scholarly articles in
journals recommended by the Higher Attestation Commission for publishing the
main scientific results of the dissertation (12 in national journals and 2 in foreign
journals), as well as 5 conference papers, including 2 national and 3 international
articles and abstracts.

Structure and volume of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of an
introduction, three chapters comprising 8 sections, a conclusion, a list of references,
and appendices. The total volume of the dissertation amounts to 154 pages.
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THE MAIN CONTENT OF THE DISSERTATION

The introduction of the dissertation presents the relevance and necessity of
the chosen research topic, its conformity with the priority directions of the
development of science and technology in the Republic, a review of foreign
scientific studies related to the subject, the degree of scholarly elaboration of the
problem, the correlation of the research topic with the scientific-research agenda of
the higher education institution where the dissertation was conducted, the purpose
and objectives of the study, its object and subject, methods, scientific novelty and
practical outcomes, reliability of the results, scientific and practical significance,
implementation, approbation, publication status, as well as the structure and scope
of the dissertation.

Chapter One of the dissertation, entitled “Scientific and Theoretical
Foundations of Prosecutorial supervision in Ensuring the Rights of Persons
with Disabilities” examines the theoretical and practical aspects concerning the
legal nature of the concepts of persons with disabilities and ensuring their rights, the
formation and evolution of the protection of the rights of persons with disabilities,
and the characteristics of prosecutorial supervision in safeguarding those rights.

In the first section of this chapter, titled “The Legal Nature of the Concepts of
Persons with Disabilities and Ensuring Their Rights,” the issue of ensuring the rights
of persons with disabilities is analyzed from the perspective of global legal and
social development. The author considers this issue as an integral component of the
broader system of human rights. The research conceptualizes disability not merely
as a medical or physiological condition, but rather as a social outcome arising from
environmental barriers, infrastructural inaccessibility, and discriminatory attitudes.
The author draws upon key sources of international law, in particular the Convention
on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, adopted on 13 December 2006, and
conducts a comparative analysis between the definition of “disability” provided in
this instrument and its interpretation under national legislation. Through this
comparative approach, the author substantiates, on a scientific basis, the importance
of the term “person with a disability” as opposed to “disabled person” for legally
reinforcing human dignity and ensuring a non-discriminatory approach toward
individuals with disabilities. According to the author, state policy on disability must
be grounded in humanistic, inclusive, and rights-based principles, which should be
effectively reflected in the mutual cooperation between civil society institutions and
state bodies in the process of ensuring and protecting the rights of persons with
disabilities.

The author analyzes the legal status of persons with disabilities in Uzbekistan
and the stages in the development of the national system for their protection. Within
the framework of the study, the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the Social
Protection of Disabled Persons in the Republic of Uzbekistan (1991) is assessed as
a foundational milestone in the national legal framework. Its significance and
substantive role are examined in the context of building a rule-of-law state,
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emphasizing its pioneering contribution to establishing legal guarantees for persons
with disabilities. Furthermore, the author provides a detailed scientific analysis of
the Law “On the Rights of Persons with Disabilities” adopted in 2020, assessing its
key innovations from the perspective of their alignment with international standards.
According to the research findings, the current national legislation places
disproportionate emphasis on medical criteria, while the social and legal dimensions
of disability remain insufficiently articulated. To address this imbalance, the author
substantiates the necessity of adopting a human rights—based social model of
disability assessment, rather than limiting the evaluation solely to medical
parameters.

In this section, the author also examines international legal experiences and
identifies global trends in ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities. The study
analyzes, from a comparative legal perspective, the rules and standards developed
by the United Nations, the World Health Organization (WHQO), UNESCO, and other
international institutions. By elaborating on the legal essence of the concept of
“disability as a social issue,” the author examines the obligations imposed upon
states, namely, the creation of a barrier-free environment, adaptation of social
infrastructure, prevention of discrimination, and the promotion of equal
opportunities. The author argues that the active participation of persons with
disabilities in public life serves as a key indicator of a state’s adherence to a human
rights—based political approach and constitutes an essential measure of democratic
governance and social inclusion.

In the dissertation, the author conducts an in-depth analysis of various
theoretical perspectives on the legal protection of persons with disabilities through
a scientifically polemical approach. Drawing on the theoretical views of scholars
such as E. Azarova, S. Brazhevich, S. Jalilov, F. Kamilov, B. Munavvarov, A.
Yusupov, and H. Kholikulova on social and legal protection, the author also
undertakes a comparative examination of the scholarly works of B. Pulatov, M.
Rustambaev, D. Ibragimov, and A. Juraeva in the field of prosecutorial supervision.
The dissertation revisits the concept of “ensuring human rights,” relying on the
definitions provided by Academician A.Kh.Saidov, Yu. Anokhinand L. Isokov, and
substantiates, on a scientific basis, that this category should encompass not only
legal guarantees but also material, organizational, and administrative mechanisms.
The study concludes that the effectiveness of ensuring the rights of persons with
disabilities is directly linked to the coherence between the practical functioning of
the prosecutorial supervision system, state guarantees, and the participation of civil
society institutions.

In the second paragraph of this chapter, entitled “The Formation and
Development of Prosecutorial Supervision in Ensuring the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities,” the historical evolution of the idea of protecting the rights of persons
with disabilities is subjected to scholarly analysis, tracing its development from early
civilizations to modern legal systems in close connection with the emergence of state
obligations and mechanisms for overseeing their implementation. The dissertation
evaluates attitudes toward disability not merely as a social or philosophical
phenomenon, but primarily from the perspective of the formation of legal
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obligations assumed by the state and the necessity of establishing control over their
fulfillment.

Drawing on the legal systems of ancient states—such as the Code of
Hammurabi, the Avesta, Al-Farabi’s The Virtuous City, the ideas of Plato and
Aristotle, as well as the practices of Ancient Rome, Greece, and Egypt—the author
analyzes approaches to disability and substantiates their intrinsic linkage to cultural,
religious, and social factors. At the same time, it is demonstrated that the forms of
charitable, communal, or religious care characteristic of these periods were not
supported by legally binding state obligations or effective oversight mechanisms,
which impeded the guaranteed protection of the rights of persons with disabilities.
The dissertation critically examines the views of V. Myanenkin and M. Russell, who
interpret disability primarily through economic or general security lenses, and offers
a broader explanation of this phenomenon by emphasizing the absence of
enforceable legal obligations and effective state supervision. Although institutions
such as zakat, sadagah, and waqgf within Islamic law served to provide social support
for persons with disabilities, the study substantiates that these mechanisms were not
accompanied by formal state legal oversight and therefore failed to ensure stable and
guaranteed protection. The analysis of social decrees issued during the era of Amir
Temur, the mechanisms for overseeing their execution, and the liability of officials
demonstrates the initial formation of the idea of state control over the
implementation of public decisions, which is assessed as a historical and functional
precursor to prosecutorial supervision.

The chapter further examines the philosophical and institutional
transformations of the Enlightenment and early modern period, demonstrating that
rational and humanistic approaches to disability led states to establish specialized
institutions. However, the absence of effective legal oversight over the activities of
these institutions resulted in widespread violations of human rights. The views of
John Locke and Jean-Jacques Rousseau, as well as the theories of
“institutionalization” developed by Michel Foucault and Roy Porter, are subjected
to critical analysis, leading to the scholarly conclusion that institutionalization, in
the absence of external state oversight mechanisms such as prosecutorial
supervision, is incapable of ensuring the protection of human dignity. While Philippe
Pinel’s concept of “moral treatment” is assessed as a humane approach, it is
emphasized that in practice it remained confined to institutional settings lacking
effective legal control. The period of the Industrial Revolution and the development
of capitalist relations is analyzed as a stage in which economic efficiency criteria
became dominant in attitudes toward disability. Drawing on the views of Lennard
Davis and Marta Russell, the dissertation demonstrates the legal limitations of such
approaches. Using the example of nineteenth-century England, including the Poor
Law Amendment Act, as well as the Jadid reform movement, the study shows that
organizational forms of social support emerged during this period; however, their
effectiveness was constrained precisely by the absence of adequate legal oversight
and enforcement mechanisms.

As a general conclusion, the dissertation substantiates that the historical
evolution of attitudes toward disability has objectively necessitated legal recognition
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by the state, the establishment of enforceable obligations, and the creation of
effective mechanisms for overseeing their implementation. In modern conditions,
this process has led to the formation of prosecutorial supervision as one of the
fundamental institutional guarantees for ensuring the rights of persons with
disabilities.

In the final paragraph of the first chapter, the dissertation investigates the
essence and conceptual content of prosecutorial supervision in ensuring the rights of
persons with disabilities, defining its object, subject, and scope on a scientific basis.
The author notes that the frequent public coverage of rights violations affecting
persons with disabilities in society and mass media underscores the necessity of
improving prosecutorial supervision in this field. To scientifically characterize this
supervision, the author relies not only on legislative provisions but also on empirical
analytical findings, thereby advancing the argument that the activities of
prosecutorial bodies should be reconceptualized to include not merely reactive
responses but also preventive and systemic legal interventions.

In the dissertation, the author engages in a scholarly polemic with legal theorists
regarding the substance and subject matter of prosecutorial supervision. In
particular, the views of E. Kolenko, D. Ibragimov, M. Rustambaev, B.
Korobeynikov, Yu. Vinokurov, A. Komilov, B. Pulatov, and V. Bessarabov are
thoroughly analyzed and critically assessed. The author identifies A. Komilov’s
definition as the most comprehensive, as it conceptualizes prosecutorial supervision
not merely as the detection of legal violations, but as a process encompassing
preventive measures as well. At the same time, the dissertation theoretically supports
the scholarly ideas advanced by B. Pulatov and B. Khamidov, who define the subject
of prosecutorial supervision as ensuring the compliance of activities conducted by
state bodies and officials with the law.

Drawing on Articles 23 and 24 of the Law on the Prosecutor’s Office, the study
delineates the legal foundations, objects, and scope of prosecutorial supervision over
the observance of the rights of persons with disabilities. The author identifies three
key elements that characterize prosecutorial supervision: (1) the timely detection of
legal violations, (2) the identification of their causes and conditions, and (3) the
application of legal measures aimed at eliminating the detected violations. The
dissertation also proposes including “monitoring activities” among the measures of
prosecutorial supervision and substantiates, from a legal standpoint, the necessity of
granting prosecutors the authority to issue immediate demands upon identifying a
violation of the law. This approach is intended to strengthen the interaction between
the prosecution service, social supervision, and public participation, thereby
establishing an effective system for protecting the rights of persons with disabilities.

Furthermore, the dissertation develops, on a scientific basis, the practical
dimensions of prosecutorial supervision in ensuring the rights of persons with
disabilities, specifically, mechanisms for monitoring the implementation of
legislation in the fields of healthcare, education, social protection, local governance,
and labor relations. The author substantiates the necessity of involving sectoral
specialists in the supervision process and emphasizes the crucial role of prosecutors
in overseeing the procedures of medical-social examination and the realization of
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the right to education for persons with disabilities. This approach aims to
conceptualize prosecutorial supervision not as a formal inspection, but as an
effective mechanism for the implementation of legal guarantees in practice. As a
result, this part of the dissertation systematically advances both theoretical insights
and practical recommendations for improving prosecutorial supervision in the field
of protecting the rights of persons with disabilities.

The second chapter of the dissertation, entitled “Comparative Legal Analysis
of National and International Practices in Ensuring the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities,” is devoted to the examination of international standards concerning
the rights of persons with disabilities, the principal directions of prosecutorial
activity in protecting these rights, and the distinctive features of prosecutorial
practice in foreign jurisdictions in this field.

The first paragraph of this chapter provides a scholarly analysis of the legal and
institutional foundations of state policy in the protection of the rights of persons with
disabilities, as well as the role of prosecution bodies and the necessity of enhancing
their supervisory functions within this process. The dissertation offers a
comprehensive examination of the regulatory and legal framework directed at
safeguarding the interests of persons with disabilities, encompassing laws,
Presidential decrees and resolutions, national strategies, and international
commitments particularly the obligations arising from the UN Convention on the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities and evaluates their coherence and consistency.
The author further underscores that the provision enshrined in the new edition of the
Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan, which establishes state protection of the
rights of persons with disabilities, signifies the strengthening of legal guarantees in
this field. In addition, it is noted that state policy has designated the improvement of
the quality of life and the active social participation of persons with disabilities as a
strategic national priority.

At the same time, the dissertation author draws particular attention to the
systemic problems that persist in regulating social relations concerning persons with
disabilities — notably, the lack of uniformity in the application of laws, the
inconsistency among institutional activities, and the incomplete observance of
legislative requirements. It is scientifically substantiated that these shortcomings
necessitate the development of new organizational and legal mechanisms by the
prosecution authorities to identify and eliminate violations of the law.

Within the framework of the research, the author engages in academic debate
with a number of scholars regarding both the theoretical and practical dimensions of
prosecutorial supervision. In particular, the dissertation examines Professor B.
Pulatov’s view of prosecutorial supervision as an essential mechanism for ensuring
citizens’ rights; V. Bessarabov’s arguments on the importance of clearly defining
prosecutorial tasks; E. Barsegova’s reflections on the need for efficient use of
resources; and Sh. Rahimov’s perspectives on organizational requirements. In
addition, the scientific conclusions of A. Vinokurov and D. Ibragimov concerning
prosecutorial supervision practices are critically analyzed, and proposals are
advanced to improve the system of criteria for assessing prosecutorial effectiveness.
The dissertation author scientifically substantiates the proposal to introduce
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systematic legal monitoring in this field, suggesting that the prosecution conduct
supervisory activities at least twice per quarter. This measure is evaluated as a
scientifically grounded and practically applicable step toward enhancing supervision
efficiency.

The study scientifically substantiates the organizational and practical
mechanisms of prosecutorial supervision in protecting the rights of persons with
disabilities. To this end, the dissertation proposes the development of a program for
sectoral inspections and recommends the adoption of the draft Law “On Medical and
Social Expertise.” The primary objectives of these inspections are to establish
disability status, enhance the effectiveness of medical and rehabilitation services,
and ensure legal supervision over the targeted use of budgetary funds. As a scientific
conclusion, in order to improve the effectiveness of prosecutorial supervision, it is
proposed to adopt the General Prosecutor’s Orders titled “On Increasing the
Effectiveness of supervision over Compliance with the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities” and “On the Regulation of the Division for supervision of the
Enforcement of Legislation in the Sphere of Protecting the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities.” These orders are assessed as a scientifically grounded approach to the
legal and organizational enhancement of prosecutorial activities aimed at ensuring
the rights and interests of persons with disabilities. In particular, a social survey
conducted with 156 respondents revealed that more than 80% emphasized that the
adoption of these orders could have a positive impact on the activities of prosecution
staff.

Furthermore, the dissertation author identifies a total of seven priority areas of
prosecutorial supervision over the safeguarding of the rights and legitimate interests
of persons with disabilities, including supervision over the enforcement of
legislation on the social protection of persons with disabilities and on measures of
their social support.

In the author’s view, the current state of prosecutorial supervision over the
observance of the rights of persons with disabilities cannot be regarded as
satisfactory. In particular, the author emphasizes that the effectiveness and impact
of prosecutorial supervision in this field are negatively affected by a number of
factors and causes, such as the absence of an in-depth analysis of the state of legality
in the sector, the conduct of superficial prosecutorial inspections, the failure to
promptly apply supervisory response measures in cases of identified violations of
law, the lack of a unified information database integrated with the competent public
administration bodies, the insufficient specialized knowledge of operational staff in
this area, and the absence of a dedicated institutional framework for sector-specific
supervision.

On the basis of the foregoing, with a view to enhancing the effectiveness and
practical impact of prosecutorial supervision, it is proposed to adopt a special
sectoral order of the Prosecutor General of the Republic of Uzbekistan entitled “On
Enhancing the Effectiveness of Prosecutorial Supervision over the Observance of
the Rights of Persons with Disabilities,” as well as to establish a separate unit for
“Supervision over the Enforcement of Legislation in the Field of Protection of the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities” within the structure of the Main Directorate for
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Supervision over the Enforcement of Legislation in the Social Sphere of the
Prosecutor General’s Office.

In the subsequent paragraph of this chapter, the dissertation provides a
scientifically grounded analysis of the participation of prosecutorial bodies in
ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities and outlines their principal areas of
activity. The author interprets prosecutorial supervision not merely as a mechanism
for eliminating legal violations but as a comprehensive system aimed at restoring
citizens’ rights particularly those of persons with disabilities—and protecting their
legitimate interests. The study offers an in-depth examination of the legal grounds
for the prosecutor’s participation in civil and administrative proceedings, the
procedural status of the prosecution, the significance of prosecutorial
recommendations, and their role in representing the interests of the state. Moreover,
the dissertation identifies the role of the prosecution in promoting the legal
awareness and culture of persons with disabilities as an independent and essential
dimension of its human rights function.

In his research, the dissertation author engaged in scholarly polemics with such
legal scholars as T. Maslova, A. Melnikov, M. Shakaryan, D. Chechot, Yu.
Korulina, L. Vaneeva, T. Sakhnova, E. Luparev, M. Dobrobaba, and T. Mokina,
while analyzing diverse academic approaches to the role and social responsibility of
the prosecutor in court proceedings. Within the framework of these discussions, the
dissertation substantiates the prosecutor’s participation as a claimant, emphasizes
the orientation of prosecutorial activities toward the interests of the State and society,
and underlines their significance in ensuring fair judicial decisions. Proceeding from
these premises, the author advances the argument that the legal nature of
prosecutorial activity should not be confined solely to procedural functions, but must
also be directed toward improving the quality of life of persons with disabilities and
promoting their social integration.

According to the author, prosecution bodies cannot rely exclusively on judicial
mechanisms in protecting the rights of persons with disabilities. Instead, they must
exert effective influence through legal advocacy, preventive measures, and active
engagement with the public. In this regard, the dissertation aligns with the positions
of M. Mamatov and A. Palamarchuk concerning cooperation between prosecutors
and the mass media, highlighting the decisive role of radio, television, and the
Internet in shaping legal awareness. Furthermore, the author provides scholarly
justification that the insufficiency of legal information and advisory services
available to persons with disabilities adversely affects their level of recourse to
prosecutorial institutions. From the author’s standpoint, legal advocacy should be
recognized in legislation as an independent function and an integral element of the
prosecution’s preventive activities.

In the concluding paragraph of the second chapter, the dissertation presents a
scholarly analysis of the institutional and legal characteristics of prosecutorial
supervision in ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities, drawing on the
experience of foreign countries. Taking into account the interrelation between
international law and national legislation, the author provides a comparative
assessment of the role and functions of the prosecution service in the protection of
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the rights of persons with disabilities. In this regard, by referring to advanced models
of international practice, the dissertation evaluates the activities of the prosecution
service beyond the realm of criminal law as a significant institutional mechanism for
safeguarding human rights. According to the researcher, effective protection of the
rights of persons with disabilities requires that prosecutorial supervision not be
limited to mere legal verification, but also be directed toward broader social
objectives such as promoting equal opportunities and preventing discrimination.

In the course of this study, the author engaged in academic dialogue with such
scholars as E. Knyazeva, N. Avazov, A. Matmurotov, O. Mamadaliev, S.
Abdrakhmanova, and A. Kanatov, while analyzing the theoretical foundations for
classifying the structure and functions of prosecutorial institutions across different
states. Supporting Knyazeva’s assertion that “there is no single universal model of
prosecutorial activity,” the author substantiates this position through reference to the
diversity of practices observed within distinct legal traditions. At the same time, the
dissertation endorses O. Mamadaliev’s two-dimensional classification
encompassing the functions of supervision over the execution of laws and of
criminal prosecution recognizing it as a practically effective approach. Through
these theoretical reflections, the author seeks to further clarify the functions and
powers of the prosecution service in the sphere of human rights protection.

As a key scientific outcome, the research advances the conclusion that, while
the activities of prosecution bodies in foreign countries in protecting the rights of
persons with disabilities are organized within diverse institutional models, they are
all united by the overarching objective of upholding the primacy of human rights.
The dissertation analyzes the experience of Hungary, Spain, Moldova, Vietnam,
Guatemala, Brazil, Japan, China, Germany, France, Austria, Israel, and the United
States to highlight the role of prosecutorial supervision in ensuring legality,
facilitating fair judicial proceedings, and promoting the social integration of persons
with disabilities. Within this context, the Recommendations of the Council of
Europe on “The Role of the Public Prosecution Service Outside the Criminal Law
Field” and relevant documents of the Committee of Ministers are referenced as
international normative foundations.

In this context, the dissertation also formulates practical conclusions for
Uzbekistan aimed at enhancing the effectiveness of prosecutorial supervision in
ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities. In particular, the author emphasizes
the applicability of advanced models from developed countries — including the
institution of the Federal Commissioner in Germany, the Defender of Rights
(Défenseur des droits) in France, the Ombudsman for Persons with Disabilities in
Austria, and the practice of the Federal Prosecution Service in the United States —
to the national system. According to the author, strengthening prosecutorial
supervision as an independent and effective institution for the protection of human
rights in Uzbekistan, as well as reinforcing its preventive and monitoring functions
in safeguarding the rights of persons with disabilities, constitutes a pressing
scientific and practical task.

The third chapter of the dissertation, entitled “Prospects for Improving
Prosecutorial Activity in Ensuring the Rights of Persons with Disabilities in
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Uzbekistan” explores the organization and implementation of prosecutorial
activities in this sphere, the challenges associated with such supervision, and
measures aimed at improving the content and effectiveness of supervisory
documents.

The author provides a thorough scientific analysis of how the issue of disability,
grounded in the principles of human dignity and equality, entered the global agenda
within the framework of international law—from the initial United Nations
Initiatives to the adoption of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities in 2006. The study traces the gradual evolution of social rehabilitation
ideas, originating from the work of the UN Social Commission in 1946, into
universal norms of human rights protection. In this regard, the author interprets the
inclusion of disability rights within the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)
framework as an indication of their recognition as one of the key priorities of
contemporary international policy.

The dissertation further examines the principal stages of the international legal
protection of the rights of persons with disabilities—specifically, the 1971
Declaration on the Rights of Mentally Retarded Persons, the 1975 Declaration on
the Rights of Disabled Persons, the 1982 World Programme of Action Concerning
Disabled Persons, and the 1993 Standard Rules on the Equalization of Opportunities
for Persons with Disabilities. Through these instruments, the author systematically
elucidates the evolving linkage between human rights and disability. A significant
emphasis is placed on the transition within the international community from the
medical model to the social and legal models of disability, scientifically
substantiating the notion that disability should not be viewed merely as a physical
impairment but rather as the result of environmental and attitudinal barriers. The
author highlights that the most important aspect of this approach lies in the
recognition of the rights of persons with disabilities to participate equally in society,
to assume an active civic role, and to enjoy full access and opportunities across all
spheres of social life.

According to the author, the Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities represents the institutional consolidation of the principles of inclusivity
and respect for human dignity within international law. The dissertation analyzes the
Convention’s eight core principles, namely, respect for inherent dignity, non-
discrimination, equality of opportunity, active participation, accessibility, equality
between men and women, and others and identifies the key directions for their
Incorporation into national legal systems. The author also evaluates the supported
decision-making model as a modern legal mechanism for preserving individual
autonomy and reforming guardianship systems. Unlike the traditional practice of
restricting legal capacity, this model envisions the recognition of persons with
disabilities as full legal subjects, ensuring their independence and participation in
decision-making processes.

Engaging in scholarly debate with international experts such as Gerard Quinn,
Tina Minkowitz, and Paul Appelbaum, the author supports Quinn’s view that
guardianship systems contradict human rights principles, while expressing a critical
stance toward Appelbaum’s medically based approach. The dissertation partially
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questions Minkowitz’s assertion that any restriction of legal capacity constitutes
“violence against individual autonomy,” proposing instead an individualized
approach and the enhancement of social support systems as a more balanced and
effective solution. Through the synthesis of international legal standards, academic
debates, and existing practices, this paragraph systematically elucidates the
conceptual and practical foundations for ensuring the rights of persons with
disabilities.

In the final paragraph of the dissertation, the principal challenges in the sphere
of ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities, as well as the significance of
prosecutorial supervision in addressing them, are subjected to thorough scholarly
analysis. Drawing upon scientific and statistical data concerning the prevalence of
disability in the country, its distribution across age and regional demographics, and
issues of social protection, the author demonstrates that the growing number of
persons with disabilities directly increases the responsibility of prosecution bodies.
Within this process, it is emphasized that the activities of the prosecution service are
increasingly oriented toward ensuring the rule of law and fulfilling its mission of
protecting human rights in accordance with the principle of a “People’s
Prosecution.” Through this analytical framework, the author elaborates the legal and
practical foundations of prosecutorial supervision in guaranteeing the rights of
persons with disabilities across such key areas as labor, education, health care, social
security, and other related fields.

Engaging with the scholarly views of legal expert F. Rahimov, the author
participates in an academic polemic concerning the dual nature of prosecutorial
activities — namely, those functions connected with supervision and those
performed independently of it. Within the scope of this debate, the dissertation
provides a scientifically substantiated exposition of the evolution and legal nature of
prosecutorial supervision as a distinct area of activity in ensuring the rights of
persons with disabilities. On this basis, the author advances the argument that
improving the institutional mechanisms of prosecutorial supervision is essential for
enhancing its effectiveness in this domain. These conclusions are presented in
harmony with the principles of social justice and equality recognized in global
practice, underscoring the role of the prosecution service as a key institutional actor
in promoting human rights and social inclusion.

The dissertation includes a scholarly analysis of the 2025 performance results
of the Office of the Prosecutor General of the Republic of Uzbekistan. In particular,
it examines violations of law, criminal cases, and instances of the restoration of
citizens’ infringed rights identified in the course of prosecutorial supervision of the
implementation of the Law “On the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.” Through
these examples, the author highlights systemic deficiencies persisting in the field.
According to the dissertation’s findings, the principal issues include the lack of
coordination among medical, social, and legal services for persons with disabilities;
the absence of an interdepartmental data exchange mechanism; delayed
determination of disability status in children; and the inefficiency of the “D”
monitoring system. These problems expose the gaps in ensuring the constitutional
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rights of persons with disabilities and demonstrate the urgent necessity of deep
reform of prosecutorial supervision activities.

Furthermore, in the course of the research, the violations of law identified by
the prosecutorial authorities in the field of safeguarding the rights and legitimate
interests of persons with disabilities have been systematically classified. It has been
established that, within this supervisory sphere, numerous serious legal violations
are being detected in the activities of medical and social expert commissions,
including the falsification of documents, embezzlement and misappropriation of
budgetary funds, corruption and conflicts of interest, as well as abuse of official
authority. In turn, this necessitates the organization and conduct of systematic
supervisory measures over the activities of the responsible competent bodies. For
this reason, the researcher has developed a model inspection plan for checks carried
out within this area of supervision. The plan outlines the objects of inspection, the
specialists to be involved in the inspection process, as well as the key issues that
require particular attention during the conduct of inspections.

The author asserts that effective supervision in this area must go beyond
identifying violations of the law — it should also focus on prevention and the
establishment of systemic and sustainable preventive mechanisms. The statistical
data, analytical findings, and practical results presented in the dissertation provide a
solid scientific foundation for improving state policy in the field of protecting the
rights of persons with disabilities. Moreover, the dissertation offers a profound
theoretical and practical exposition of the prosecutorial bodies’ social responsibility,
their commitment to the principle of humanism, and their pivotal role in ensuring
citizens’ legal guarantees and the effective protection of human rights.

CONCLUSION

Based on the results of the dissertation titled “Improving Prosecutorial
supervision in Ensuring the Rights of Persons with Disabilities,” the following
conclusions of theoretical and scientific-practical significance have been reached:

I. Conclusions and recommendations aimed at enriching the scientific and
theoretical knowledge on issues related to improving prosecutorial supervision
in ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities:

1. In this scholarly work, the concepts of “the subject matter of prosecutorial
supervision over compliance with the rights of persons with disabilities” and “the
object of prosecutorial supervision over compliance with the rights of persons with
disabilities” were examined from conceptual and methodological perspectives,
resulting in the following authorial definitions:

The subject matter of prosecutorial supervision over compliance with the rights
of persons with disabilities refers to the compliance of public authorities and their
officials whose activities fall under prosecutorial supervision with the laws
regulating the rights of persons with disabilities; the observance of those rights by
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such bodies and officials; and the conformity of legal acts adopted concerning
persons with disabilities with legislative requirements.

The object of prosecutorial supervision over compliance with the rights of
persons with disabilities consists of state bodies and their officials engaged in law-
enforcement or law-making activities as strictly defined by legislation.

2. Prosecutorial supervision of the rights and lawful interests of persons with
disabilities is characterized by three core elements:

the timely and comprehensive identification of violations of the rights and
lawful interests of persons with disabilities;

the identification of the causes and conditions that have led to such violations;

the prompt adoption of a set of legal measures that effectively ensure the
elimination of identified violations, the restoration of the infringed rights of persons
with disabilities, and the bringing of the responsible individuals to justice in
accordance with the law.

3. The priority areas of prosecutorial supervision in ensuring the rights and
lawful interests of persons with disabilities include: supervision of the
implementation of legislation on the social protection and support of persons with
disabilities; supervision of legislation relating to the protection of their health;
supervision of the implementation of legislation ensuring their right to education;
supervision of legislation on the protection of labour rights of persons with
disabilities, including the creation of suitable workplaces and working conditions;
supervision of the implementation of legislation guaranteeing their housing rights;
supervision of legislation ensuring equal access to public services and social
infrastructure; and prosecutorial supervision of the activities of non-governmental
non-profit organizations engaged in the protection of the rights of persons with
disabilities.

4. Establishing strict, effective, and impactful prosecutorial supervision over
the enforcement of the rights of persons with disabilities, as well as systematically
organizing prosecutorial supervision measures, requires a high degree of
responsibility and accountability from prosecution bodies. However, the current
state of prosecutorial supervision in this area is not satisfactory. In particular, the
lack of in-depth analysis of legality in the sector, the “formalistic” nature of
prosecutorial inspections, the failure to promptly apply prosecutorial response
measures in cases of legal violations, the absence of an integrated information
database jointly used with the competent state administrative bodies responsible for
the field, the insufficient specialized knowledge of prosecution staff, the lack of
methodology enabling the timely detection of discrimination against persons with
disabilities, and the absence of dedicated staff positions for sectoral supervision—
all these factors have been scientifically demonstrated to negatively affect the
effectiveness and impact of prosecutorial supervision over ensuring the rights of
persons with disabilities.

5. During the research process, violations of law identified by prosecution
bodies in the field of ensuring the rights and lawful interests of persons with
disabilities were categorized. In particular, numerous serious violations have been
detected in this area, including document forgery, embezzlement and
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misappropriation of budget funds, corruption and conflicts of interest, and abuse of
official authority within the activities of medical-social expert commissions. This
necessitates the regular organization and conduct of prosecutorial inspections over
the activities of competent authorities responsible for the field. Accordingly, within
the framework of the research, a model plan for conducting inspections in this area
of supervision was developed. This plan specifies the objects of inspection, the
specialists to be involved, and the issues to be examined during the inspection
process.

6. In order to regulate prosecutorial supervision over the implementation of
laws related to ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities within a separate
departmental act, proposals were substantiated to develop a special sectoral order of
the Prosecutor General of the Republic of Uzbekistan titled “On Increasing the
Effectiveness of Prosecutorial supervision over Compliance with the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities.” It is recommended that this order set out the main tasks
of prosecution bodies in this area, the key criteria for evaluating performance in the
sector, and the issues that must be addressed during prosecutorial supervision
activities.

7. Differentiating social pensions for children with disabilities and payments
allocated to individuals providing their care according to the degree of disability
serves to account for their actual needs. Assessing the degree of disability based on
the child’s limitations in life activity and functional impairments enables the targeted
and equitable distribution of financial assistance.

I1. Conclusions and recommendations on improving normative-legal acts
aimed at ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities:

8. Considering the importance of providing persons with disabilities the
opportunity to submit electronic appeals to prosecution bodies as a means of
ensuring their legal participation, and with the aim of fully reflecting in legislation
the practice of granting priority to such individuals during in-person reception, it
was proposed to supplement Article 15 of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan
“On Appeals of Individuals and Legal Entities” and Article 28 of the Law “On the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities” with a provision stating: “Persons with
disabilities shall have priority during personal receptions.”

9. It was proposed to supplement the Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities and the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On the Rights of Persons
with Disabilities” with a provision stipulating that persons with mental disabilities
may be placed in psychiatric institutions only on the basis of a court decision.

10. Substantiated proposals were made to amend Acrticle 20 of the Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan “On Education” by introducing a separate provision aimed
at ensuring the right to education of persons with disabilities with physical
limitations, particularly guaranteeing access to special psychological and
correctional programs that facilitate school adaptation at any age.

11. Taking into account that the increasing proliferation of by-laws and
departmental regulations complicates the activities of the specially authorized state
bodies and institutions, while failing to fully ensure the rights of citizens in need of
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medical and social expertise, the necessity of adopting the draft Law of the Republic
of Uzbekistan “On Medical and Social Expertise” has been scientifically and
practically substantiated.

12. It was concluded that it is necessary to gradually introduce the social model
based on the International Classification of Functioning, Disability and Health into
practice; to incorporate universally recognized international norms and standards in
the field of disability determination into national legislation; to digitalize the process
of conducting medical and social expertise; and to minimize human involvement in
this procedure.

In this regard, a draft Presidential Decree of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On
Measures to Further Improve Medical and Social Services Provided to the Elderly
and Persons with Disabilities” has been developed. This draft Decree provides for
the approval of the “Concept for the Gradual Transition to the Social Model of
Disability Determination in the Republic of Uzbekistan,” its targeted indicators, and
an action plan aimed at strengthening the material and technical capacities of
medical and social institutions.

I11. Conclusions and recommendations aimed at improving prosecutorial
supervision in ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities:

13. It was concluded that, in order to further enhance the efficiency of the
National Social Protection Agency under the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, improve public administration in this sector, and establish strict
prosecutorial supervision, the Agency should be reorganized as the “Ministry of
Social Protection.”

14. Considering the wide scope and substantial workload of prosecutorial
supervision in ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities, as well as the absence
of dedicated staff positions directly responsible for this area within prosecution
bodies, and with the aim of increasing the effectiveness and impact of prosecutorial
supervision, it was concluded that a separate division—“10.1/3 — supervision of the
Enforcement of Legislation in the Sphere of Protecting the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities”—should be established within the structure of the General Prosecutor’s
Office’s “10.1 — Directorate for supervision of Enforcement of Legislation in the
Social Sphere.”

At the same time, it is of critical importance that, in the future, sector-specific
operational staff regularly enhance their knowledge and skills through a specialized
training program at the Law Enforcement Academy of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
taking into account the unique physical and psychological characteristics of persons
with disabilities (such as those who are deaf-mute, visually impaired, or have mental
disabilities).

15. Ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities is not solely an issue of
social policy or healthcare; it is fundamentally a matter of safeguarding human
dignity and fulfilling the constitutional obligations of the state. In this process,
prosecution bodies must comprehensively employ supervision, analytical, and legal
response mechanisms, implementing legal and practical policies grounded in the
principles of humanity and inclusiveness. To enhance the effectiveness of
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prosecutorial supervision in this area, it is necessary to establish a “Prosecution —
Social Protection — Healthcare” cooperation platform.

This system will facilitate information-sharing among competent authorities,
ensure timely resolution of issues faced by persons with disabilities, enable prompt
prosecutorial action in response to violations in the field, and provide mechanisms
for the rapid consideration of decisions and complaints related to persons with
disabilities. Such a “three-party cooperation model” will not only strengthen
prosecutorial supervision, but will also improve the prevention of legal violations in
this domain.
